DESCRIPIION OF IHE PROGRAIA

The Area Redevelopment Act, Public Law 87-27,1 provides five broad
types of assistance for designated redevelopment ar6as:

(1) Loans for industrial and commercial projects
(2) L:oans and grants for public facilities
(3) Technical assistance
(4) Occupational training
(5) Retraining subsistence payments

Public Law 87-27 also arnencls the Ilousing Act of 1g4g with respect
to urban renewal requirements and the Housing Act of 1gb4 ;ith
respect to the urban planning assistance requirements.

Administration of the Area Rcdevelopment Program is vested in
the Secretary of Cornmerce rvho is authorized by Publia Law 87-27
to utilize the facilities and services of other l'c.deral agencies in camy-
ing out this responsibility. Within the Depar.tment of Commerce,
rcsponsibility for the Prograrn has been gir.en to the Area Reclevelop-
nrent Atlnrin istration.

Thc Department of Ctlnmerce retains primary responsibility for
the Prograrn I horvever, r'arious responsibilities uncler thtAct have been
delegated to other Fetleral agencies (26 F.R. 7g7i). The functions
pertaining to loans and grants for public facilities

sections ?

and 8 of the Act have been clelegated to IfHFA subject to the provi-
siou tlrat it will rnake a loan or graut only aftc,r the express authorization
thereof by the Secretary of Comrnerce.

-_IL. Housing and rlome Fi,ance Administrator has redelegated. the
I{HFA program responsibilities to the commurrity Facilities-commis-
sioner and to the Regional Administrators.2

A.copy of aII corrr:spondcnce regarding the program or individual
applications shall be sent to CFA.

(b) 75 per cent above the national aYerage for two of the pre-
ceding tliree calendar years, or

(c) 100 per cent above the national aYerage fol oue of the pre-
ceding trvo calendtrr years.

(2) Areas (usually rural or non-urban) rvhich do not meet the above
criteria but rvhich are among the highest in numbers and per-
centage of lorv-income families, and iu rvhich there exists a
contlition of substantial and persistent unemployment or uncler-
employrnelrt.

I-'lists of dcsignatccl rcdevelopment areas l'ill be furnishcd to Regional
Offiees by CIi'A upoll annolrnccmctrt by thc Area Redevelopment Admin-
istration, Dcpartment of Cotnmerce.

ELIGIBITITY

Grants and loans mal' be rnadc to States, political subdivisiotls of
States, Indian tribes, or private or public nort-profit organizations or
associations representing any r:cdevelopment area or part thercof.

For cither grant or loan, it nmst be shorvrt that the pro,icct for
rvhich financial assistancc is sought rvill ttutl to irnprovc opporturritics
for successful eslablishmcnt or exltansiotr of iuduslrial ol conrmcrcial
plants or facilitics which n'ill provitlc morc than a tclrlporary allevia-
tion of turemployment in such area. Ilorvever, rnerely transfcrring
jobs from one alea of the Unitecl States to anothor tloes t.rot satisfy
the intent of the Act.

Neither a loan nor a graut mar. bc made for a public lvorh project
under this Act regardless of the pubiic neecl unless the public l'ork
t,ill contribtrte rlirectl.t' or: iudirectlv to employmtut. Thus, a, rvater
system or a se\\'age treatuent ancl disposal plant may be neccled for'
the over-all irnprovement of the arca, but if it carurot be slrorvn that
such a facility will contributc more or less dilectly to increaserl employ-
ment it lvoultl not be cligible. Attention is callecl to the fact that such
public rvorks ineligible for a loan or grarrt under tlris program may
prove to be eligible for a loan uuder thc Public I'acility I.,toa.us Proglatn
and, the applicant should be so advised.

Grants and loans may be authorized for the pulchase or developrnent
of land for public facitity usage, ancl the construction, rehabilitation,
alteration, expansion, or improvement of public facilities rvithin a
redevelopment area.

COMPETITION WITH PRIVATETY OWNED PUBI.IC UTITITIES

The Act provides that no assistance slrnll be extended rvith respect
to any public facility 'r,r,hich u,oulc1 compete rvith an existing privately
orvned public utility rendering a service to the public at rates or
charges subject to rcgulations by a State regultttory botiy, unless the
State regulatory body detelrnines that in the area to be servecl by the
public facility for which the financial assistance is to be extended there

is a need for an increase in such service, taking into consideration
reasonably foreseeable future needs, which the existing pubtic utility
is not able to meet through its existing facilities or through an expan-
sion rvhich it agrees to undertal<e.

FINANCIAT PARTICIPATION BY APPLICANT AND OTHERS

Applicants are expected. to participate in the cost of proposed proj-
ects to the extent possible. Total costs may be financeil by a combina-
tion of gifts, appiicant's contributions, grants from Fecleral, State or
othcr governmental units, direct Federal loans or participations in
cooperation with individual investors, banks or other lending insti-
tutions.

GRANT CHARACTERISTICS

The amount of any grant for any project cannot exceed the difference
between the funds which can be practicably obtainecl from other sources,
including financing by rvays of loans, and the amount needed to corn-
plete the project.

Also, to obtain a grant, the applicant rvill be required to contribute
to the cost of the project for which such grant is requested. in propor-
tion to its ability so to contribute, to shorv that the project wiII fulfiIl
a pressing need of the area, ancl to show there is little probability that
the project can be undcrtaken without the assistance of a grant.

Upon approval of a grant only, the applicant and Government"lvill
enter into an agreemetlt cailed the Grant Agreement, depending on the
individual case ancl the larvs of the State. Horvever, certain standard
terms and conditions must be a part of each Grant Agreement executed
by the Government.

tOAN CHARACTERISIICS

The application for a loan must shorv that there is reasonable expec-
tation of repayment of the loan requested, that the Ioan is not other.rvise
available on reasonable tenns, and that the amount of the loan plus
the amount of other available funds, including assistance by way of
grant, are aalequate to insure the completion of the project.

I:oans may include the cost of interest during eonstruction and during
a reasonable period. of development.

I-.roans vill be made through Go.rernment purchase of boncls issued
by the applicant to finance the proposed project. Bonds must be
publicly atlvertisecl before sale, and the Government will purchase
only those issues, or parts of issues, for rvhich a bicl is not received
from anotlier bidder on reasonable terms.

For a bond issue secured upon the sarne terms and conditions as the
Government loan an interest rate is to be deemecl "reasonable" if it
does not exceeil 33/a percent for loans approved on and after July 1,
r 964.

SECURIIY

Loans may be evidenced by general obligation bgnds, I'evenue bonds,
or other types of securities, ciepending on the individual situation' Any
project revenues shall be pledged as part of the security.

The type of security rvill depend on the individuai case and the laws
of the Siate. However, certain stanclard terms ancl conditions must
be a part of each l-,loan Agreement executed by the Government'

MATURIIY

The maturity period of a loan shall uot exceed 40 yel1s or such
shorter period as may be consistent with the applica-nt's abili]y-to pax.
The Act provides that the maturity of a loan may b9 -extended not to
exceed te^n years. Requests for any extensions should be submitted. t<r

CFA for advice rvith the recommendations of the Regional Officc.

INTEREST RATE

Interest rates for Section 7, ARr\ loans, are determined by the Secre-

tary of Commerce each fiscal year. The rate for fiscal year 1965 has been

established at 33/+ percent.

The rate of interest applicable to a speciflc loan shall be the rate in
effect as of the date of loan approval, that is, the date of the letter of
authorization from the Administrator, ARA.

When the loan amount is incleasecl subsequent to the date of the loan
approval, the original interest rate shall apply to the amount of the
increase if:

(1) The increase results from bids overrunning the estimate, and
involves no change in the approved. capacity or size of the project.

(2) The increase lesults from a change in project design which
increases the previously approved capacity by less than 10
percent.

(3) The increase results from an increase in the project capacity of
10 percent or rnore, provid.ed. that the project squarc footage docs
not exceeal the area previously approved..

In all other cases, the interest rate in effect on the clate on which tire
increase is approved by ARA shall apply to the amount of the increase.

INTERIM FINANCING

Funds for ffnancing the project during construction prior to the clate
rvhen the bonds can be purchased will be providecl by the applicant,
either by use of its own funds, by temporary Ioans from non-Federal
sources, or by Government advances against the bonds ancfor grant.

MOVABTE AND EXPENDABIE EQUIP'IAENI AND SUPP]IES

Where the appiicant cannot provide the equipment and supplies
needed for project operations ancl lacks other funds to pay for such
needs, loan proceeds may be used for the cost of (1) movable, non-
expendable equipment ancl (2) initial stocks of essential expendable
supplies, materials, and equipment.

Specific criteria by class of item follorv:
(1) Non-expenclable equipment expected to last a year or more and

having an itern cost of $10.00 or Inore:

(a) Laboratory'festing and fnspection Equipment.-Limitecl
to that requirecl to meet minimum State or local standards.

(b) Maintenance and Shop Equipment.-Limitecl to the mini-
mum required to perform emergency repairs ancl routine
maintenance of the facility built with project funtls.

(c) O1flce Furnishings and Accounting EqtLipment.-I-.rimited to
tbe minimum requirecl for initial operation of the project.

(2) Supplies, l'Iaterials ancl Expendable Equipment

This may include offlce supplies, plant neetls such as chemicals
for water or sewage treatment, fuel, initial stocks of maintenance
materials, and expendable equipment items. Such equipment,
supplies ancl materials may be approved to meet the needs of
the project until it becornes self-sustaining or for one year,
rvhichever comes first.

PRO.!ECT DESlGN

Each applicant rvill d.evelop its orvn plans and specification for its
project. I.lowever, construction must be undertaken in an economical
marlner, anrl the project shoulcl not be of elaborate or extravagant
clesign or materials.

PROJECT AUDITS

The Audit Division is responsible for conclucting audits of all Area
Reclevelopmerrt projects (see Chapter 22-3). Normally the audit made
at the time of project completion will be the only auclit urade of the
project. An interim or special audit may be made, hou'ever', rr'lten re-
quested by thr: Regional Office or the Communit;, Facilities com-
]n1SS10ner.

TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE

Section 11 of Publis Law 87-27 authorizes the Secretaly of Comrnelce
1.o provide technical assistance through members of his staff or through
the ernployurcnt of private individuals, partnerships, fitms, corpora-
1ions, oi: suitable institutions, uniler contritcts entelt:d into for such

pulposes. Material on Section 11 will be distributecl to the Regional
Offices by CFA upon release by AB,A.

In the event a request for technical assistance is receivecl in the
Regional Office, the Regional Director shall folr,vard the details with
his recommendation to CFA. fn clealing rvith an applicant for a tech-
nical assistance project, the Regional Director should obtain all required
information about the proposal. At the same time, he shoulcl caution
the applicant that the final decision is macle by ARA.

Upon receipt in CFA of the details from thc Regiorral Dilector, CFA
r,vill forrvard the material to ARA.

Overrll Economic Developmenl Plon

The Area Redevelopment Act specifies that no assistance will be

extended unless there has been submitted to and approved by the Sec-
retary of Commerce an over-all prograr for the economic development
of thi area. This approval will be subject to a finding by tle State, o-r

ary agency, instrumentality, or local politicaL subdivision thereof,
ttrit tfr'e pioject for which ffnancial assistance is souglrt is consistent
with sucf piogram. T]re Act bars financial assistance.fqr any pro-jgci
prohibitetl by ta*. of any State or locai political subdivision in which
the project would be locatetl.

Proiect Proposol

Upon approval of the Over-all Economic Development PIan, .t!. up-
plicint wiII submit to AB,A information necessary -to permit A.BA to
make an initial evaluation of a proposecl specific project' Form ARA-I,
Project Proposal, has been preseribed for this purpose (lxhibit A).
Upon a favorable finding of the propogqd. project by $RA, it will
notity the applicant and CFA. Forms CFA-10qr, Applicati.on, CFA-
10021 Instriciions and Gu'i.d,es for Completing the Applicati,o-n Form,
and CFA-1001(a), norm of Resolution, trill be furnished to the
applieant by AIf,A.

CFA will advise the Regional Office that an appiication may be
accepted and will furnish the ARA project number. After ARA re-
ferral, additional copies of the application forms may be furnished
to applicants by the Regional Offlce.

The Fietd Coordinator of ARA will be given copies of any cones-
pondenee to the applicant from the time the Project Proposal is
ie{erred to the Regional Office until final inspection of the project is
made.

Upon notification from CI'A that the Area Redevelopment Admin-
istration has nade a favorable finding with respect to a proposetl proj-
ect, the Regional Office shall so inform tlie applicant and request that
For:ur CI'A-7007, tLpplication, be submitted in an original antl orre
cop)r. rlhe lettcr should state that HHFA considers a pre-applicatiorr
eonference essential for nerv partieipants in the program, and should
invite the chief executirre officer or his representative, accompanied if
possible by his legal, finance and engineering advisors, to attend a
conference at the Regional Office with such iuformation as may be avail-
able legardirrg the applicant's financial crapabilities and the type of
ptoject proposed. The neecl for the Consulting Engint-,er's Report
shouid be emphasized.

PRE-APPTICATION CONFERENCE

Arr:angements for the pre-application confereuce are the responsi-
bility of tlie Program Operations Officer.

TIie Regional Director ol his Deputy shoulcl normaliy attend amd
open the conference. Representatives of the technical staffs should
be called upon to tliscuss specific problems or questions in their ffelds.

'I'he amount of detail coveretl at the conference rvill necessarily de-
pend. on the reptesentatives pre-sent from the applicant .and their
previous expelience lvith or knol,lerlge of the program. 'While it is an
important function of the pre-application conference to point out, in
detail, the problems which expelience has shown are most apt to arise,
therc is little value in plesenting orally technical details which are not
*'ithin thc field of at least one representative present.

The applicant shall be informed of tl're CFA policy requirement for
interim construetion financing and the possibility explored of requiring
the applicant to furnish such financjng. If the applicant does not yet
knor,r' r,r,hether interirn constluction financing can be arranged, it should
be recluested to investigate the matter further and to ad.vise the Regional
Director of the proposed arrangements.

Following the conference, a letter to the applicant shalt be prepared
conffrming any understandings reached at the conferenee.

Over-oll Economic Development Plan

The Area Redevelopment Aet specifies that no assistance rvill be
extended unless there has been submitted to and approved by the Sec-
retary of Commerce an over-all program for the economic development
of the area. This approval wiII be subject to a finding by the State, or
any agency, instrumentality, or local politieal subdivision thereof,
thit tlie project for which finaneial assistance is sought is consisteut
with such plogram. The Aet bars financial assistance for any project
prohibited by laws of any State or local political subdivision in which
the project would be locatetl.

Proiect Proposol

Upon approval of the Over-aII Eeonomic Development Plan, the ap-
plicant will submit to ARA information necessary to permit ARA to
make an initial evaluation of a proposecl specific project. Form ARA-1,
Project Proposal, has been prescribed. for this purpose (Exhibit A).
Upon a favorable ffnding of the proposed. project by ARA, it will
notify the appiicant and CFA. Forms CFA-1001, Appli,cation, CFA-
1002, Instructions and, Gu,ides for Com'plating tlte Appli,cation Uorm,
and CFA-1001 (a), Forn of Resoltttioa, rvill be furnished to the
applicant by ARA.

CFA ii,il advise the Regional Office that an appiication rnay be
accepted and l,ill furnish the ARA project number'. After ARA re-
ferral, additional copies of the application forms may be furnished
to applicants by the Regional Offrce.

The Field Coorclinator of ARA will be given copies of any corres-
pondence to the applicant from the time the Project Proposal is
rcferred to the Regional Offiee until final inspection of the project is
made.

Upon notification from Cl'A that the Area Redevelopment Admin-
istratiorr has made a favorable fincling with respect to a proposetl proj-
ect, the Regional Office shall so inform the applicant and request that
Forur L]I,'A-7001, Application, be submitted in au original and one
copy. 'l'he letter should state that HHFA considers a pre-application
conference essential for nerv participants in the program, and should.
invite the chief executive officer or his representative, accompaniecl if
possible by his legal, finance and engineering advisors, to attend a
conference at the Regional Office with such information as may be avail-
able regJarding the applicant's financial capabilities and the type of
ploject proposed. Tht: neecl for the Consulting Engineer's Report
shoultl be emphasized.

PRE.APPTICATION CONIERENCE

Arrarrgements for the pre-application conference are the responsi-
bility of the Program Operations Officer.

The Regional Dircctor or his Deputy shoulcl normally attend and
open the conference. Representati'i'es of the technical staffs should
be called upon to discuss specific problems or questions in their fields.

The amount of cietail cor.cred at the conference rvill necessarily de-
pend on the representatives preserrt from the applicant and their
previous expcrience rvith or knowledge of the program. While it is an
important function of the pre-application eonfererrce to point out, in
detail, the problems t'hich expcrience has shown are most apt to arise,
there is little value in presenting orally technical details which are not
within thc fielt1 of at least one representative present.

The applicant shall be informed of the CFA policy requirement for
interim construction financing and the possibility explored of requiring
the applicant to furnish such finaneing. If the applicant does not yet
knori,'rvhether intelim construction financir:g ean be arranged, it should
be requested to investigate the matter further and to advise the Regional
Director of the proposecl arrangements.

Follorving the conference, a letter to the applicant shall be prepared
confirming any understandings reached at the conference.

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SECTTON 2. APPLICATION REVIEW AND APPROVAL

INITIAT REVIEW

The Chief, Public Facilities Operations Branch shall review the appli-
cation and attachments to determine if the application is sufficiently
complete to be accepted for detailed review. If there are d.eficiencies in
the application or if required material is not furnished, the applicant
shall be notifietl.

The application shali then be sent to the Reports and Control Assist-
ant who will establish a project foltler and a Proiect Statistics Card,,
Form CFA-112, using the project number assigned by ARA.

If the applicant's legal eiigibility appears questionable, the Chief,
Public Facilities Operations Branch, shall confer with the Legal
Division.

The Chief, Public Facilities Operations Branch, also shall rnake a
general review of the substanee of the application, to determine that the
project appears generally feasible and that there are no obvious major
problems.

Shoultl the review disclose a rnajor problem, it is generally advisable
for the Chief, Public Facilities Operations Branch, to consult with the
technieal staffs before preparing the letters to the applicant. The
purpose of this proced.ure is to ascertain if any other major problems
are evident to the technical staffs, yet avoid the time required for
detailed technical reviervs. In this rvay, the applicant can be notified at
an early clate of the problem which has arisen, yet avoicl the possibility
that a nerv major problem will be discovered by another technical staff
after the first problem has been ansrverecl by the applicant.

If there are no major problems, or if those notecl have been resolved,
the appiication shall be accepted for review.

letter of Acceplonce

When the application is acceptetl for review, it shall be aeknowledged
by a letter similar to the example in Exhibit A.

Reiection or Disopprovol

If at any time during a review a situation is disclosed'which indicates
that the application should be rejected or disapproved, the reasons
therefor sliall be fully documented and included in the Regional review
reports sent to CFA at the conclusion of the technical reviews. How-
ever, such comments must be regarded as incidental to the over-all
recornmendations of the Region, ancl full review and processing of the

application shall not be discontinued or delayed. The Regional Direetor
may request CFA ailvice if circumstances so indicate.

If the application is rejected or disapproved by ARA, the applicant
l'ill be notified by ARA. Trvo copies of the d.isapproval 01' rejection
letter will be sent to CFA, rvhich r'r,iil forrvard one copy to the Region.
Upon receipt of the letter, all duplicate material shall be returned to
the applicant rvith a letter leferring to the ARA decision. The original
application, review papers, ancl correspondence shall be placed. in the
project file.

Coordinotion With Orher Progroms

\Yhen the application is ready for plocessing, the Chief, Public
Facilities Operations Branch, shall cletermine rvhether it overlaps an
application for a relatecl type of assistance under any other prograln
administereil by IIHFA, and rvhether the applicant is in default on
any program. See Chapter 1-4, lrolume I\r.

Notificotion to Public Heqlth Service

The Chief, Public Facilities Operations Branch, shall complete Form
CFA-104 (as modified in Exhibit B), to notify the Regional Olfrce of
the U.S. Public llealth Service of receipt of an applicatiorr for a water
or sanitary se'lr.er project. The notice is for informational purposes only
and rrill not require a reply unless thc Public Health Service desires to
cornment.

Noti{icotion to the Bureou of Public Roqds

a reply. Comments by the Bureau of Public Roatls are not to be con-
strued as an approval or clisapproval, but rather as add.itional evidence
{or applicalion revierv.

Airports

The HI{}'A Regional Office must ciear applicatioris for airport proj-
ects with, and obtain cornments frortr, the Fed.eral Aviation Agency
Regional Office.

If it appears that the project may require clearance with, or be of
interest to, the Department of Defense, Offrce of the Chief of Engineers,

Upon completion of his revierv, each reviewer shall prepare a tech-
nical report, in duplicate, using the form specified in the procedures
below.

Upon completion of each technical review, the Chief, Public Facilities
Operations Branch, shall briefly examine the revierv report to ascertain
that there are no unresolved. conflicts. If conflicts exist which cannot
be resolvecl by the Chief, Public Facilities Operations Branch, he shall
prepare a report to the Regioual Director which will inelude his ad-
ministrative recommenclations.

When he believes it uecessary, the Regional Director shall arrange
for a visit to the applicant by a Regional representative, to review the
proposed project at the community level.

further information, a follow-up letter shall be sent stating that if the
data are not received by a specified. date, the application may have
to be considered as withd.rawn.

If reply is not received by the
date specifietl, the Region shall advise CFA. CFA will request a deci-
sion from AII,A and so inform the Regiou. If the application is to be
consid.ered. withdrawn, ARA wiII advise the applicant. Upon receipt of
a copy of the ARA letter to the applicant, the Regional Office shall
place the original application, review papers, and correspondence in the
project folder and return any duplicates to the applicant. Copies of
any subsequent Regional Office correspondence on such cases shall be
sent to CFA.

Withdrowols

If, prior to execution of the Loan and/or Grant Agreement, an
applicant advises that it wishes to withdraw its application, acknowl-
edgement and return of aII documents submitted shall be made by
letter, with two eopies to CFA. CFA will forward. one copy of the
letter to ARA.

Reconsiderqtion

If an applieant wishes to reinstate an application after disapproval
or withdrawal, it should submit Form ARA-L, Project Propoial, to
ARA, rvith a justification for the re-submission.

ENGINEERING REVIEW

Engineering review shall be limited to the basic aspects below; more
specific revie'iv will be made when final plans are submitted, Review
shall be limited to the application data. The reviewer shall examine
the general aspects of the project, exercising his experience and judg-
ment in making the determinations shown below.

He sha1l coneern himself with design details only to the extent that
he is satisfied the project is neither under-designed in relation to poten-
tial revenue and stated neecl, nor over-designed to the point where the
loan would. be jeopardized by reason of excessive construction costs.
If there are obvious deficiencies in design they should be called to
the attention of the applicant.

The primary determination is whether the proposed project is prac-
tical and follows acceptable design practice, as indicated below foi the
separate types of projects:

(1) Water System

(a) I.,iayout of the distribution system when practicable consists
of connected loops rather than stub ends.

(b) Sufficient storage is available to assure uninterrupted sup-
ply during emergency pumping operations.

(c) If the system includes rvater for fire protection, the pres-
sure and quantity are sufficient to meet fire demand.

(d) The layout provides for cut-off valves to sectionalize por-
tions of the system in the event of line breaks.

(2) Sewer System
(a) The profiIe does not ind.icate excessive depths of sewer lines

that could be avoided by iustallation of lift stations.
(b) If industrial wastes are involved, initial chemical treatment

at the source could. preclude overloading the treatment plant.
(c) The capacity of the treatment plant takes into account the

additional quantity of water to be treated because of infiltra-
tion into the collection lines.

(d) The design of the treatment plant contains safety precau-
tions against gas explosions.

(e) Manholes are provided at change in gradient or direction
of flow.

(3) Gas System
(a) The gas piping system is protected. against rust or corro-

sion to prevent leaks.
(b) Safety precautions have been included in the system to

preclude explosion or flash-back.
(c) Cut-off valves have been provided in the distribution sys-

tem to sectionalize areas in the event of emergency.

A similar review of design practice shall be made for projects other
than water, sewer, and gas systems.

The revier,ver sha11 also ascertain that the Consulting Engineer's
Report covers the project described on Page 1 of the application. Any
major discrepancy such as proposed. construction of facilities into areas
of little or no population or inclusion of any items and units for
future expansion beyond that described in the application shall be
discussed rvith the Program Operations Offrcer.

Where water or server facilities are involved ancl the source and
supply of rvater are not firmly established, the revierver should. recom-
mend a special condition making the loan conditional upon the estab-
lishment of supply.

If gas supply or effiuent disposal clepends on sonle entity other than
applicant, evidence of firm contractual anangements must be furnished
with the application.

The revie'lver shall determine whcther the applicant's estimates of
time for completion of planning and for construction appear realistic
for the size and type of project. Such determination should take into
ll/10/64 s

consideration the topography of the area and climatic conditions during
construction.

'Where interest during a development period is proposed in item
7 e-(2) of Form CFA-1013, he shall determine r.hether the timing
shorvn for connections appears realistic.

Cosl Estimoles

The reviewer shall ascertain that the cost estimates apllear reason-
able. The cost estimates are to include all costs to be chargecl to the
project, whether to be financed by the loan and/or grant or othertvise.
Ordinary governmental operating expenses of the applicant body can-
not be included. The applicant is instructed to round. each item to the
nearest $100, ancl to round the project contingency so as to bring the
total estimatecl cost to the next higher $1,000. An1. 1.ri.lorrs shoultl
be similarly rounded.

Item 7 of Itorrn Cl'A-1013, Engineering Reuiew Report (ExlLibit D),
contains a chech box to be used to indicate that the applicant's esti-
mates are acceptable. If revisions are necessary, the reviervcr shall
complete columns (1) ancl (2) to shorv his revised amounts. If he
recommends a substantial ehange in any item, it should be explained.

Instructions for revierv of line-items in the cost estimate appear'
below:

(1) Preliminary Expense. This may include spccific costs, except
construction costs( incurrecl by the applicant prior to submission
of the application, and rvhich lvere directly related to and neces-
sary for the development of the project. If any costs are included
on this line, the applicant is required to attach an itemized list
shor'r,ing the nature of the cost and the amount.

(2) I-.rancl and Riglrts-of-Way Expense may be incluclecl only if it
is necessary to purchase a site or secure rights-of-r,iay or ease-
ments for the project. Cost may not be included for land already
owned by the applicant.

(3) Construction: (See breakclown in IY of application.)
(a) Contract Costs. This is the estimetad cost of construction

l'orli to be performecl under contracts, inclucling fixed or
installecl equiprnent to be furnished uncler those contracts.

(b) Construction Contingency. This estimate should show an
allon,ance, abott 5/o, to cover necessary changes during
progress of construction.

(4) Architect/Engineer Services. This fee should conform to the
prevailing rate in the locality for similar scrvices. Payment
above the prevailing rate must be fully justified, ancl may, as
the Regional Office cletermines, be excluded from eligible costs.
See Section 20-1-1 for detailed criteria or fees. Loan and grant
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proceeals may not be used to pay architectul'al/engineering fees
for the preparation of an application.

(5) Capitalized fnterest: (See breakd.own irr" \'of application')

(a) During Construction: The reviewer shall ascertain that the' 
construction periocl shorvn is realistic ancl that the estimate
of interest for that periocl is sufficient. He shall enter his
proposecl revision as for any other item.

(b) During Development. The reviewer shall clteck only the' 
reasonibleness of the period allorT ed for connections. The
applicant's estimate of the amount shall be shown in CoI-
ui"" (Z) penrling the financial reviewer's appraisal of that
figure on the basis of the engincer's finding with respect to
the length of the periotl.

(6) Legal and Aclministrative Costs. 'lhe cost of Builcler's Risli' 
fnsurance shall be included under Aclministrative Costs.

(7) Other Equipment and Expendable Items. If thc applicant pro-
poses incfusion of any essential movable equipment, or expenda-
ble supplies, materials or equipment neetlecl for iuitial ploject
operations, the attached list of items ancl supporting clocuments
s[a]I be revierved. to determine whether the items meet the cri-
teria in Chapter 6-1, and that the quantities anil costs appear
to be r:easonable estimates for initial operating neeils.

(8) I'roject Contingency. This is to cover unforeseen costs of the' 
project other than construction. An allowance of 2- per cent of
total estimated project cost is consiclered, reasonable.

(9) Total. Self-explanatorY.

Mqinlenonce ond Operolion Costs

Maintenance and operation cost cstimates sliould be revies'ecl against
project design and use voluDle to assure that the estimates appear
acceptable. If any of the estirnates appear too lish or too lorv, the
revielver's cornments shoulcl be shorvn on the Engineeriug Revieu'
Repolt.

Project planning ard design sliould take into account the desires and
needs of old.er persons for privacy, participation in social and com-
munity activities, and access to community services. At the same time,
provision should be made to accommodate the limitations that sometimes
accompany advanced years, so that independent living can be sustained
as long as possible.

r.roans will not be mad.e for isolated projects which deprive occupants
of the access they need to the society of persons of all ages and to the
activities essential to continued mental and physical rvell-being.

,VIATURITY PERIOD

- Loanp will be repayable during such period. as the Government may
detennine not exceeding 50 years from the date of the note or date oi
the bonds,_ or such lesser period as may be consistent s,ith the ap-
plicant's ability to repay, the desired rent level, and the estimatecl use-
ful life of the proposed facilities.

INTEREST RATES

Interest rates are determined by the }lousing ancl Home Finance
Administrator for eacll fiscal year in accordance with the statutory
formula prescribed in Section 202(a) (3) of the Housing Act of 1959,
as amendeil. This formula provides that the interest rate rvill be not
higher than (a) 2-3/4 perceut per year or (b) the total of 7/* of one
percent added to the average anuual interest on all interest-bearing
obligations of the United States then forming a part of the public debt
as computed. at the end. of the fiscal year next preceding the d.ate on
rvhich the loan is made, adjusted to the nearest one-eighth of one per-
cent. The Treasury Department aclvises the Administrator of that in-
terest rate at the beginning of each fiscal year. For fiscal year 1.g65, the
Administrator has established the interest rate at g-a/a peicent, effective
July 1, 1964.

This rate shall be applicable to all loan agreements executed betweerr
July 1, 1964, and June 30, 1965, except as hereinafter set forth. L,oan
approvals during the fiscal year 1965 for u,hich loan contracts will be
executed prior to JuIy 1, 1965, shall be made at the 3-l4 percerr.t r.ate.
r,,oan approvals during the fiscal year 1965 for which loan contracts are
not executed as of June 30, 1965, shail be subject to subsequent determi-
nation of the applicable interest rate by the Administrator. r,.ioan in-

To be eligible for a loan, an applicant must shos' that it is (a) au
incorporated private nolprofit institution or founrlation, no part of the
net earnings of which inures to the benefit of any private shareholder,
contributor, or individual; (b) a cotrsumer cooperative; or (c) a non-
Fecleral public body or agency which is not receiving financial assist-
ance frorn the rlnited States exchlsiyely pursuant to [he unitecl States
Housing Act of 1937.

- An applicant must demonstrate its ability to construct and operate
the qroposed project in a rnanner consistent with program objeetives
for the term of the loan. The ability to meet theie criteria may be
dernonstrated in a nurnber of different lrays. The applicant itself rnay
have a record of successful achievement in other undertakings, strong
community participation in its affairs, or substantial assets. In most
instances, however, the applicant rvill be a nerv entity and, therefore, its
demonstratiou of finarrcial ability and operating effectiveness cannot be
based uporr its orrn prior operating experience.

._The follorrirqg may be submitted as indices of the requisite ability:
(1) Sponsorship by one or more religious, eharitable, fraiernal, or civic
organizations; (2) Endorsement by voluntary and governmental com-
munity org-anizations; (3) Participation as membeis of its governing
boarcl or otherwise, of individuals .rvith organizational backin$ and spe--
cial competence; (4) Substantial assets acquired through donations-or
other acceptable means.

In some cases, organizations may .wish to participate in the project as
an applicant for one project and as a sponsor for another project.-Some
organizations, also,-may r,visli to act as sponsors for different applicants
in various parts of the co-untry. Such sponsorship is acceptiEle, ancl
often desirable, provided the program criteria are met.

There is no limitation on the n_umber of projects for which loarrs may
be approved for a borrou,er. Hor,vever, each application shall be re-
vier,,ed upon its merits and the availability of program funcls.

Even though an initial loan rnay prove satisfactory, each subsequent
applicatign must meet all program criteria as to financial responsibility,
de,sirability of site, econornical construction, satisfactory demand, and
efficient management.

'l'ypically, a board coriiposecl of ser,err merirbers rvould iuclude thlee
people selected from arnong the ilireetors. officers, tir rncmbership of the
sponsoring organization, s'ho s'oulcl leplesent the coutirruing suppolt
of the sponsor of the project. 'l'he sponsoring group rvould be expected
to provide replacements from amorlg its nrembers as lacancies amoug
thcse three seats on the board occurred. If the boalrl is cornposed of
ruore than seven rnembers, the sponsoring or:ganization rvoulrl be reple-
sented by additional members in a similar ratio.

The remaining mernbers of the board should be selectecl fronr arnoltg

Evidence of commtrnity support, in addition to sponsorship, is highly
desirable. comrnunity organizations rvhich do not-feer abre-to airicttv
sponso^r_ an applicant, but rvhich approve the need and objectivu. arrd
are willing to provide lirnited assistance and encouragement shoulcl
submit endorsements intlicating the- extent of such assiitance. Appli-
cants should therefore be encouraged. to obtain endorsements from iocal
governmental ofiicials, bodies or commissions. Such endorsements would
be of considerable signifieance in establishing the degree of community
support and participation whieh can be anticipated.

Most organizations.y-ni.I can qualify for a loan under the program
probably will be eligible for tax exemption on one of the t'ottoiving
bases:

EI.IGIBI.E RETAIED FACITITIES

Costs of certain social and service facilities discussed in the follow-
ing paragraphs may be eligible under the loan. However, to achieve thc
loivest possible rents, it is essential to hold project ilevelopment costs
ancl opcrating expenses to a minimum. It is important to make maxi-
mum 1,.sc of lacilities and services existing in the community through
careful site selection and planning of project operations. At an early
point, the applica,nt should be requested to malie amangements with the
J-ocal government or other organizations to supply services and assist-
ance free or at a minimum charge. For example, many community
librarl' systems provide "bookmobile" service. School systems can pro-
vidc craft instructors. Visiting nurse service and other assistanee also
may bc obtained. By such early contact, any special details or serviccs
can be better aceommodated in the project design or in the seleetion of
the site.

Where an applicant proposes to include in the project cost .the ex-
pcnse of a s,,rviee facility, approval will depentl on a cletermination that
the facility is essential and that the applicant has a satisfactory finau-
cial plan for its operation and maintenanee.

The necd for such faeilities is relatcd to the absence of satisfactory
faciUties rvithin reasonable lr,alliir.rg or publie transportation clistarrce
from the project. \Vherever possible, project clesign should ineludc
rnllti-usc fleilities, such as a dining area 1'hich can be usetl for social
or other gatherings. The size and cost of related project faeilities
should bear a reasonable relationship to the size and cost of the total
project.

Maximum irrdepenclent living fot project residents is to be en-
couraged. Experience indicates that residents norrnally desire-flexibil-
ity as to where they eat. Accorclingly, rT'here common dining faeilities
tr,ic providcd, residents rvill not be requiretl to use such faeilities for
more. tl,a,, one mea,l a cla1,, on the assurnption that thcy may desire to
prcpare some of thcir ol'n meals and use otJrer public clining facilities.
Whcrc the project rvill have a common dining facility, only one meal
cach clay for each residcnt may be included in the fixed charges to the
rcsirk.nt for thr,ellirrg r:cntal anrl rneals. Ilol-eyer, additional meals rnay
be offered to the residents on an optiorral basis, I'ith charges to be made
in adriition to the fixerl monthly charges.

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(3) Recreation a,d social ceriter, i.cluclirig lounEe. rvhe.e a substa,-
tial n,mber of reside,ts may gathei. fr)r .reeti.gs o. s.otrl)
activities.

(4) Snack bar..

(5) Craft shop ancl art roorn.
(6) ltulti-senice cente^r (u'here social. etluc.atio.al courrselirE. c,r*-

ployment services for tenants ma1'be matle ar.ailablc).
(7) Laundrl. facilities.
(8) Cafeteria or dining hall, if deemed essential.
(9) Fallo,t shelter for the p_roje_ct resiclerrts ancl staff. Errcour.age-

ment shoultl be given and technical publications should be made
a_vailable to- appllnants wherr desired, so that shelter is provirled.
Not more than $100 per occupant and staff member can bc in-
cluded i, the loa, for the provisio, of falrout shelter. a^cl its
e-quipme,t. rf the capacity of the fallout shelter is g'eater tharr
the ,urnber of occ,pants and staff members of the'project, the
cost of the excess capacity rnust be defrayed from'otJier. tlrarr
loan funds.

(10) commercial facilities, suclr as beauty arrcl barber shops. r:ir,ited
space for essential corumercial facilities to rneet tire perso,al
,eeds of the occupa,ts .ray be included in the project cost o,ly
ryhere such facilities are not otherwise .orrrerieritll. availabfe
to the residents. These facilities shoulcl be locatecl or,t of public
vie'r'v n'ith no outside advertising pennitted. rroan fur:rds ctrrrrrot
be used to provide commercial--facilities for the prinlary pru.-
pope oj developing- additional income for the project. Hurr...
only.the_ portion of a comrnercial facility actninisirativerl' de-
termined to be essential to serve the project occupants .trn.il,1 b.
au eligible development cost.

INETIGIBI.E PROJECTS AND FACII.TTIES

.N_ursing homes, hospitals, or similar medical establislr,rerrts are ,ot
eligible projects.

Projects rvhich include life-care contracts or founclers, fees, or. re-
q_uire other direct or indirect payments or corrtributiors ovu. arrcl abor.e
those for rents and collateral services as a conclition of occupancl, or
oecupancy preferenee, are not eligible projeets.

Examples of facilit^ies_ whieh are not eligible to be paid for from loa.
proceeds inelude the follou'ing:

(1) Chapels or other facilities of a religious nature.
(2) Nursing facilities( other tha.n health center).
(3) Commercial facilities serving the general public.
(4) Inside parking garages unless required by local cotles.
(5) Any facility.ot essential to the neecls of elderly reside,ts of theproject.
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\\'hen it can be dernonstrated that inelusion of an inc'ligble facility
in the project is essential or desirable to serve primalily the treerls, care,
and service of the residents, consicleration may be given to a lecluest for
a waiver, prolicled the applicaut rvill finance the etrtire c<-rst of the in-
eligible facility from non-Fecleral funds anrl aglees to hare the facility
included as part of the seculity for the mortgage held by CFA. \\'hen
a project facility, such as a kitchen, also serves another installation of
the applicant, both delelopment cost and opelating expellses must be
prorated betr.een the project and non-project uses.

EuGtBt E COSTS

'lhe l'etleral loan nray uot excc.ecl the total eligible tlt'vt'loprncut cost
as deterrninecl by thc Corrmunity Facilities Commissioner. Eligible
development costs include the follos.irig:

(7) Prcliminat'y f)euclopntetft E :rpr:nses: Expenses directiy relatetl
to and necessal'y for tl're devclopruent of a project (sucrh as
market analysis, soil tests, appraisals, suryeys, maps). Such
expelrses must be aplrlovecl by CFA priot to payntent florn
loan ploceeds.

(2) ll'ces f ot' Architecturol,, Engittr:cring, Lcgal o.ttcl ,lclnt.ittistroti.rc
Seru'icts: Fees for neeessarl. professional and adrninistlatir-e
services, in arnoutrts to be apllrovcd by L-1FA. Thus, fclr cxaiil-
ple, fees for legal and artthitectrLral services rltay be iticluded il
the development cost, but the1, must be l'ithin the range of those
normally prevailing in the localit1, for compalable scrlices.
ReasoI-rabie organizatioi-tal aircl rlelelopmental t'xpenses lnay be
eJigible for: payment from loaIr proceeds. Applicants riiay obtain
advisor), services for such purposes rvhcre analt'sis of the par-
ticular case irrdicates their necessity or clesirability and the
chalges are reasonable. Although the <:ost of such sen'iees is
allorvable from loan proceeds, in each case t'here such service is
used, it must be demonstratecl that these serrices rvill better'
effecttrate the purposes of the Act. (See "Corlflict of Interest''
belorv, regarding fees, salaries, commissions, antl plofits of offi-
cials of the Borrou-el.

(3) Land: Cost of lanrl requiretl for thc project site, inclucling
tlemolition of existing stmctures and cost of neeessarl, grading
and related compaction. Such cost must be approved hy CFA
prior to palrment fr"om loan proceecls.

(4) On-Site Intprot:entcttts; Cost of all on-site inrplovetnents a1t-
proved by CFA such as lantlscaping, serviee dt'ives, sirlervalks,
feneing, ancl utility distribution systems.

(5) Off-Sita ImTtrore.ructzls: Cost of off-site implovements such as

access roacls, t,ater and sewer line extensions, attd sidewalks
provided the land value of the site is increased by not less than
t.he cost of the off-site improvements. Sueh cost must be ap-
prored by CFA prior to palzment from loan 1l:oceetls.
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(6) Constrttction Costs: Cost of cottstluctirrg aud fiuisbirrg clrvell-
ing structures and related facilities apploved by CFA.

(7) Equipnrcnt ancl Fu,rnislings: Cost of equipment iterus per'ura-
nently built into the structure and nornally coustlut'tl as reaity,
such as boilers, plumbing fixtures, or furniture. 1\'all-to-u-all
carpeting is eligible only rrhen installed as a substitute for
finished flooring. The cost of l<itchen rarlges and refrigelators
and of clothes lvashing machinc's and tlryers to be installed in
project utility rooms for the commou use of the tertattts rnay be
eligible development costs lrithout regarcl to rvhether suelr itetns
of equipment are physically attachecl to the structure.

(8) Capitalizcd Intcrcsf : This irrcludes irttelest tluriug cotistluctiort
on funds providecl by eitlier the altpiicarrt or the Govertuuent.
Such interest may not extencl beyoncl tlte t:Iose of the mouth in
rvhich initial occuparrcy begins. \Yhere a ploject t'onsists of tri'o
or more buildings ernd occupatrcy begius at cliffeleut tirnes, the
interest rvill be cornputed separately frx t'ach builcling.

Capitalized interest may also inelude futrcls equal to six
months'interest on the loan for initial cleposit into the debt
sen,ice reserye. Inclusion of this itcm in the projcct cost, rvhile
not mandatory, should be encouragc'd x.ltere State law perririts.

(9) Rcal Estute'f'a,res: Real estate ttrxes altplicable to tlre periotl
from acquisition of the site by the Botlott er to commencemellt
of operation.

(70) I'rc-Ocatpancll Costs: The Act authorizes the rnaliing of loans
"itt an amount not exceeding the total clcveloprnent cost." The
phrase "development cost" is defined as the "costs of construe-
tion of housing and of other relatecl facilities, ancl of the land on
rrhich it is locatetl, inelucling rlecessaly site improvemellt. "
Eligible clevelopment cost cloes not inclucle operating costs itr
the pre-occupaney period.

There are, hon,ever, _certain costs -incurrec'l tlurirg the prc-
occu"pancy period, *-hich, although relaterl to operation, pertaiu
primarily to projeet development rather than to operation. Suclr
costs may be eligible l'here the Regional Director determiues it
is reasonable that they may be incurrecl as part of the clevelop-
rnent of the project and ale incurred priol to project comple-
tion.

(ll) lltscelle.neou,s Costs: Projeet development cost may also include
such other necessary expenses pertaining to the planning and
construction of the project as may be approved by the CFA.

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(2\ llrL.*ablc Erluipment arrcl Furnishings: Iirless specifically listed
above as eligible, costs of movablt, equipurt'nt, fumiture or furtr-
ishings for du'ellings, offices. lounge areas, etc. ; also, movable
kitchen equipmerrt (other than ranges ancl refrigerators, vash-
ers and clryers ) maintenance tools ancl equiprnent, operating
supplies. etc.

(:l) Initial Il'orA'in1t Capitul: Initial 'ri-orliing capital must be plo-
lided by the applicaut. Tlie required initial operatiug capital
can be recort,rett once tlte debt service reserve is fully established.

CONFIICT OF INTEREST

None of the officers, directors, stockholders, or members of the Board
of Trustees or Directors of the corporation may receive a fee, salary,
commission, or profit or have any financial interest in any contract in
connection nith the ,:levelopment or management of the project in-
ciuding. but not limited to, the acquisition of the project site, archi-
teetural, legal ol eonstruction contracts, purchase of equipment. the
nranagemerlt of the projeet. or provision of goods or snpplies.
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Seclion 4. Occuponcy Criterio

'llhc r\ct authorizes loans to assjst in tlrc plovision of housing ancl
related faeilities for: ''elderl-r, families" and "elder'ly persolts." The
Act also directs the r\drninistralor of 1he Tlotrsing an<1 TTome Finanec
Auency to "prcser:ihc suclr requlations as'rna,y be neeessary to ptcvent
ahuses in dttcrminirg . the el igihilitl of families anrl pcrsons for
admission to and oecupancy o[ ]rorLsirtg constructed u'ith assistance
under this Section." As rroted in Serrtion 7-1-3, drvelling accommoda-
tions may not be rcnted for periods of less than 30 days. In adclition,
leases may not be for a periotl exceeding three years.

Accorilingly, the applicant shall be requirerl to aclopt and subrnit for
CFA appr:oval, eligibility critcria for project admission anil oceupaney
rvhieh provide that:

ADEQUACY OF ETDERIY HOUSING MARKEI DEMAND

sENtoR ctflzENs HouslNG 7-2-2

Prospective applicants under the Senior Citizens Housing Program
shall be required to submit a Btatenzent of Eousing Demanil, Form
CFA-901-2, and the information required by Items II and VI of the
Application, Supplement No. 5, Site Data, Form CFA-901-5, prior to
submission of a full application.

The Statentent of Eou,sing Demand, is designed to provide the appti-
cant and CFA with a basis for appraising realistically the likelihood of
full occupancy or use of the proposed. senior citizens housing project. The
statement summarizes the specific characteristics of the eltlerly group con-
stituting the immediate clernand for the proposed. project. Other ques-
tions relate to the availability of alternative housing accommodations to
meet this d.emand.

Responsibility for preparation of the Statement of Houstng Denrand,
i:ests primarily with the applicant. However, some applicants may re-
quire assistance in assembling and interpreting the data. The applicant
should be invited to consult with the Regional office coneerning questions
ancl problems encountered in preparing any portion of the stitement.
fn particular, the applicaut should be advised to consult rvith the Re-
gional Offiee be:fore undertaking any special surveys or studies.

It shall be the responsibility of the Community Requirements Division
to review and assess the housing market for each project for which an ap-
plication is filed. This will include a reviern, of the statement of Housiig
Denmnd sulmitted by the applieant, supplemented by referenees to any
ma1]re-t analyses that may have been prepared. by HHFA, F IIA, or pHA
staff for the market area to be served by the project; other housing
marl<et reports; or municipal stuclies and evaluations that are at hand.

rn rnany instances the information submitted, or available from census
data and from reports made in connection with other IIIIFA prograrns,
r,vill not provide the Community Requirements Division with alt the
factual data required to draw firm conclusions. fn such instances, the
Regional Economist will be expected to visit the community in which the
projeet is to be located to make a first-hand assessment of the elderly
housing market. In the course of this field work, the neighborhood. in
rvhich the project is locatetl should be examined to consider what effect
the lo^eation of the proposed project might have upn suceessful occupancy.
The flrst-hand examination of the housing market will generally involve
field interviews. During these interviervs, careful judgment should be
exclcised to avoid revealing eonfidential site information such as option
or proposeil purchase (to other than applicant's representative) if the
iand has not been actually acquired.

Where the project is intended to serve largely the needs of a particular:
fraternal, labor, or religious group which may be d.istributed over a large
geographical area, the economist will be expected to take this factol
into account. A church, union, fraternal, or other group-sponsored
project which proposes to draw its tenants from outsid.e of the immediate
area will often fail to recognize the limits inherent in such sponsorship.'While the program's open-occupancy provisions are intended to bar
discrimination, occupancy will in all probability be affected. to some
extent by the nature of the organization sponsoring the projeet, thus
restricting the potential market for the proposed project.

Therefore, in addition to consideration of the probabilities of migration
of elderly persons from out of city or out of state, to reside in the project,
the economist must also take into account the possible limitations which
the nature of the sponsorship may have on the ability of the project to
draw tenants from the local housing market area. In general, the econo-
mist shoultl give consideration to the prospects for continuing full oc-
cupancy throughout the life of the loan. The findings from his a,nalysis
shall be recorded as outlinetl in Section 7-2-3.

Section 3. Preopplicotion Conference

'When a sponsor mahes an appointment for a preapplication con-
ference, the Regional Economist who will be responsible for revierv and
analysis of the Statement of Housjng Demand shall be notified.

At the request of the Regional Director, Form CFA-945, Tentatiue As-
scssment of Potential Housing Demand, (Exhibit A), shall be completetl
by the Community Requirements Division for use at the preapplication
conference, and for the informatiou of the Regional Director.

The Regional Director shoulcl norinally attend and open the preappli-
cation conference. The Chief, Senior Citizens Housing Operations
Branch, should also attend. Exhibit B provides a suggested agenda for
such conferences. 'Whenever possible, a copy of this agenda shali be matle
available to the appiicant in aclvance of the meeting, in order that the
applieant will be better prepared to present necessary facts and figures.

'Ihe amount of detail covered. at the conference wiII necessarily depend
on the representatives present from the appli_cant organization,-and their
previous experience lvith, or knorvlerlge of, the program. While it is an
important function of the preapplication conference to point out, in
detail, the problems rvhich experience has shol,vn are most apt to arise,
there is little value in oraliy presenting technical details rvhich are not
within the field of experience of at least one representative present.

Representatives of the Regional Office technical staffs should be called
npon to discuss specific problems or questions in their fieids.

If their counterparts from the applicant organization-architect, la'lv-
yer. business manager-are preseirt, it'w,ill be helpful to have the tech-
nicians discuss details with them after the cotrclusiotr of the conference.

Sponsols shaii be aclvisetl to avail themselves of rvhatever information
soulces may be available to them which rvoulcl keep their expenses at a
minimum and reasonably assure responses that can be tabulated and
summarized effectively and conclusively. \Yhen demand. cannot be clem-
onstrated" during the preapplication conference, the applicant shall be
informed that until the information required by Form CFA-901-2 has
been submitted in a satisfactory form, processing of the application will
be held in abeyance ; holever, preliminary program revierv may be macle
to detelmine if the application is othenvise complete and acceptable for
ftrther processing.

If a prospective applicant anticipates full or partial exemption from
real and/or personal property taxes, the applicant shall nevertheless be
instructed to furnish as an attachmeut to Form CPA-907-6, Xinanciul
Data, an estimate of the amount of full tax liability, should no such
cxemption be granted.

At the conclusion of the conference, copies of Forms CFA-904-A,

The Chief, Senior Citizens Housing Operations Branch, then shall
prepare a Project Control Card, I,orm CFA-111, and mal<e an initial
review of the application as prescribed below:

Prior to the receipt of an oflicial income limit, the Regionai Director
may advise an applicarlt as to possible income ceilings, based upon thc
range of ineome Iimits already establishe<l for other communities in
the Region, ancl rental levels ancl construction cost data for activc
senior citizens housing projects in the Region. Regional Offices will be
expected to continue to worh with prospective applicants in the formu-
lation of project plans, while awaiting the issuance of an official income
limit.

'When Regional Director has been satisfied that initial revier'v reveals
that the project can be developed satisfactorily 'within the applicable
income limits, the Chief, Senior Citizens llousing Operations Branch,
shall:

(1) Establish a pliority for processing.

(2) Initiate full review.
(3) Maintain a follow-up to assure processing schedules are met.

Major problems which arise during revierv shali be brought to the
attention of the Chief, Senior Citizens llousing Operations Branch,
who should as necessary arlange a conference of appropriate staff
members to discuss the problem and possible actions.

The following hypothetical situations are iliustrative:

Situ.at,ion, B: The propose, contract calls for a fce of $25,000. The
fee normally eligible for payment out of Drojeet loanfirnds is determi.ed to Le" $20,000. ii in.'*pur,.o"

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paid $5,000 out of non-project funds for services
specified in the contract, only $15,000 could be au-
thorized. out of project loan funds. If the sponsor paid
$10,000 out of non-project funds, only 910,000 could
be authorized out of project loan funds; that is, any
amount paid by the sponsor from non-loan funds must
be applied first torvards payment of the approved fee.

In the event a Federal Ioan is not marle, settlement of any obligations
for organizational and developmental expenses r.ill be the sole responsi-
bility of the applicant, and every contract or. letter of agreement shall
inelude a statement to this effect.

Scope of Work

To be eligible for reimbursement out of loan proceeds, organizat,ional
and developmental serviees must relate specifically to such aspects of
project development as the organization. planning, financing, eonstrue-
tion and prospeetive occupancy of the proposed projeet. Illustrations
of the types of selvices eligible for reimbursement include, but are not
necessarily restricted to :

(1) Assistance to the sponsor in organizing an eligible nonprofit
corporation;

(2) Assistance in conrlucting a market analysis and er.aluating the
results thereof:

(3) Assistance in selecting a suitable project site;
(4) Assistance in planning the housing and related facilities;
(5) Assistance in meeting loeal zoning and regulatory requirements;
(6) Assistance in the preparation of the loan application and related

supplements and exhibits, including the development of estimated
project eosts, preparation of realistic revenue and operating
expense estimates, and other supporting data;

(7) Assistance to applicant in satisfying requirements pertaining to
loan closing;

(8) Assistanee in securing adequate and effect,ive construction bids
and, as appropriate, in other phases of project construction;

(9) Assistance in establishment of managerial requirements and
sound operating plans for the project.

Con0icl of lnlarest

To avoid misunderstanding conceuring the nature of services eligible
for reimbursement from loan ploceeds for organizational and develop-
mental expenses, every contract or letter of agreement providing for
such services shall contain the following statement:

"ft is agreed. and understood that the person or persons providing
such services shall not seek to use influence in any manner in order to
obtain financial assistance from the Federal Government. "
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All such contraets or letter agreements must contain the follorving
provision rvhieh requires a full disclosure of interest:

"It is agreed ancl understood that the pelson or persons prol,iding
serviees hereunder are not employees, officials or members of the
governing body of thc applicant or, except as outlined specifically
herein, of the sponsoring organization, arrd have not had and rvill not
have, except as outlined spccifically hercirr, any finaneial interest in
the developnrent of thc project (inoluding but not limiterl 1o acquisi-
tion of the projeet sitc and construction, legal, or arcliitcctural con-
tracts, and purchase of cquipment)."

TUND RESERVATION

If initial revierv indicates that the project can be developed satisfac-
torily, the Chief, Senior Clitizens Ilousing Opelatiorrs Braneh, shall
prepare Form CFA-ll, Ituncl llesert:ation Order (see Section 2-2-2,
Exhibit C) in quintuplicate; orre copy shatl be rctained in tlic project
folder. Form CFA-11 shall bc prepared as follorvs:

Note that a CFA-ll is
not required for carrcellation actions which occur after loan

(b) Applicanl.' Sclf-explanatory.
(c) Project.' Show name and. address or brief projoct description.
(d) ltund Reseruatictn Action: If this is an original order, enter " O "

under "Outstanding Reservation" and the amount requestcd. in
the last column.

(e) Autltorization: 'l'he Regional Director and the Regional Aclmin-
istrator shall surname this line on all copies as evidence of their
concurrence.

(t) Reseruation : Self-explanatory.

(g) Remarks: This space shall be used to explain the reason for any
proposed change in, or cancellation of, an existing reservation,
or to note any other fact tvhich may be of use in connection rvith
the reservation action. If an increase is requested, shorv the
interest rate applicable to the increase and to the original amourrt.

The original ancl thrce copies of Form CFA-11 shall then be sent to
CFA; the other eop;, shall be retained in the project fokler. Upon pre-

_ IJpon-receipt of rrotice lhat a funrl reservatiorr has been marle, the
Regional Director shall forrvard to the commissioner a rnemorandum
setting forth the names and addresses of the follorving:

(1) ISoard members of the applicant;
(2) Ofiicers of the applicant;
(3) Applicant's represcntative;
(4) Sponsoriug or,ganization (s) ;

(S) 4ly representativcs of sponsoring or.ganizatiorrs u'ho have par-
ticipatecl actively in negotiations for thr: loan ;

(6) The project architect;
(7) Applicant's attorney; and

(8) Iroan consultant, if any.
There should be submitted u,ith tlrr: memorandum, copies of the Bfo/c_

ment and Certi{ication of Applicu,nt Official, CFA-901-1a, covering each
applicant official, together with copies of any other clata of similar
character submitted with the loan application. The Regional Director
should also include any other iuforrnation he may lrave bearing upon
the cornposition of the applica_nt's governing body, conununity interest,
sponsoring organizations, and persorls eviclerrcing an interest in the
rlevelopment of the project.

The rnemorandnrn shoulcl also include names antl adcrlesses of the
owners of the proposed project site, or of the vendors from whom the
applicant purchased lJre projcct site, if presently owned by the appli-
eant. If such owners or vendors are a corporation, the-namestdncl
addresses of the directors anrl principal stockholtler:s of the corporation
should be included. The site shoukl be describerl l,ith sur1icient particu-
larity to enable tracing of the chain of title.

SITE INSPECIION AND APPRAISAT

_ The suitability of a site and thc r,casonablc,css of its cost ale of prime
irnpo.rtance in-the,consitlcration of a senior citizcns llousing'Loan
application. Therefore, it is incumbent upon tlre Regiorral Direcior and
his staff to exercise extrcme care- in the approvat of a builaing site. rt is
equally important that qualified appraisers bc sclectetl to as-sure a fair
market valne of tlre properl,y as relatccl to the objcctives of i,hc pr,ogram.
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Foir Morkel Volua

Fair rnarkcl; value is that price estimaterl in telms of morley rvhich
the property will bring if exposed for sale in the olrctr market by a
sellcr wlro is willing but not obligecl to seil. allorving a reasonable time
to fin11 a buyern'ho is willing but not obliqed to buy, both p:Ltties lraving
full l<nowleclge of all tlre uses to rvhich it is adaptecl attrl for rvhicJr it is
capable of being used.

Site lnspection

Aftcr an initial conference with a prospective applicant, and aftel
reasonably rleterinining the applicant group to be sirtcere and capable
o{ cleveloping a loan application, the Regional Office shoulcl offer prompt
assistance in the selection of a suitable building sitc.

The app)icant shoulcl be cncouragecl to submit a trumber of sites for
consicleration, frrrnislting for 1he usc of the Rcgional Office, a map show-
ing locations of proper'lics to be considererl ancl other pertitrent data
such as:

(1) Appropriateness of ancl conformil,y r,vitl:r present zoning.

(2) Type of surrouncling neighborlrood.

(3) Distance from shopping.

(4) Distance frorn health facilities or: doctors.

(5) Availability of eultural, religious, social ancl recreational facili-
ties.

(6) Topography.

(7) Availability of utilities and rnunicipal services.

(8) Any general comments rclating to the suitability of the site for
a senior citizens housing projcct.

(9) Adequacy, antl frequency of transpor{ ation-bus, jitney, taxi,
other.

(10) Asking price of propelty, ou'ncrship, legal description, size of
plot, ete.

A site inspection shail bc made on each projeet. The above information,
together with Form CFA-901-5, Site Data, if available, shall be given
as a guideline, to the Regional Office staff member assigned to make the
inspection. Such information shall be included !n a repg1t of the site(s)
which shall be furrrished through the Chief, Senior Citizens Housing
Operal,ions Braneh, to the Regional Director, follolving the inspeetion.

When tentative site approval can be given following the site inspection,
the applicant should be advised to secure options for a minimgm period
of six-months rvith a provision to renew same for an additional six
months to allow for processing up to alrd inc)nding the first disburse-
ment against the loan agreement.
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Gcrrerally, Icased sites arc uuacceptablc. Only uitdcr unusrtal circutn-
stances shall such cases be consitlered ancl only on tll: follon'ing basis:

(1) Thc lease is for a period of not icss thau 75 years.

(2) The annual rental is nominal. considering for cxample, the
relationship of rental to cost of loan funds to purchase a com-
parable site.

Approisols

Prior 1o the apll'or.al of a loa,n application, subjcct to thc concrtrrcrrcc
of the Regional Director, the applicairt slrall select tivo incleltendcnt fcc
appraiscrs fol such purposes as appre.isirrg the building sitc and detcr-
mining a fair market value as defined above.

Wherr negotiatirrg rvith the appraisers it shoulcl be clearly understood
by all parties concelnerl that the appraiser's fee is to bc paid by the
applieant ancl not by the Fedelal Governmcnt. Ifotet,or, in the
event a loan is approverl, such fccs are eligible costs, payablc from the
proceeds of the loan to tlre cxtent sct forth in tJre approvccl Pro.iect
Sruntrnary a,nd, Approual, I'orm CFA-919. A lettcr shall be seut by the
applicant to each appraiser authorizing the appraisals.

Tlre Regional Direetor, at his discretion, may order a thirtl appraisal.
Thc additional appraisal s'ould usually bc prompted by a substantial
differenee in appraised value, or in some cascs rvhere the appraisers
alrive at practieally thc samc value, indicating possible collusion. When
a tJrird appraisal is dcemed neeessarlr, tlre Regional Dircctor should
auange through thc Regional Aclministt'ator for the assigrlmoit of a

clualifierl appraisel from one of the HIIFA constituents.

Should an Agcuey appraiser uot be rearlily available, and 1.o prevent
an ullreAsorlable delay in rcaching a clecision, thc Regional Dircctor may
order a thircl independent appraisal of the propcrty. Should this be
lrecessary, the same proceclure in seiectitg appraisers initially slrall be
applicable.

Appraisers seiectcd from the follo'rving rvoul<1 ilormally be aeceptable:

(1) Appraisers listed by tlic Gencral Services Administration on their
panel of approved appraisers.

(2) Members of the American Institutc of Real Estatc Appraisers.
(affiliate of the National Association of Real Estate Boards).

(3) l{ernbers of the Socicty of Resiclential Appraisers (affiliate of thc
National Association of RcaI Estate Boa,rds).

(4) Members of the American Society of Appraisers (Note: In rnost
areas, the local rcal estate lroatt.l or the I{IIFA Regional Offir:c rvill
bo able to provicle an alipliciint rvith l)rlttl(rs of appr;riscrs rvlto atre

rnembers of the above citcil p4rotrps.)
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Approvol of Costs Above lowesl Approisol

Nolnrally, thc Rc.gioual Director rvill approve a pulcliase price for a
building site based upon the lol-est appraised \ralu(l. Horvevcr, it is
recognized tliat certain sites rvhich appear ideally suited to a scuior
citizens project canrlot be purchased for tl're lorv appraisal figure.

Accor:clingly the Regional Dircctor is autholized, when the larrd cannot
be purchased fol the arnount indicated by the lo'u,est iudependent ap-
praisal, and l'hen it is decrnecl adviserblc not to selcct anothcr site, to
approve the purchasc of larrd based on an amount not to exceecl 10ty'
above the lorvest allpr:aisal. fLr sueh cuscs, he shall docurncrrt the files in
n rnanlrcr to sliorv thc basis upou u.hich the clecision rvas rnacle.

Conflict of lnlerest

Each inrlepcndeirt, aliplaiscl ruust ccltify that rro conflict of intelcst
is irrvolverl iu pelfolrnancr: of his serviecs for the applicant. 'I'he ap-
lrraiser sirall not iict as a ucgotiator ol bnrlicl or board mcrnbcr for
the trpplicant or tirc scllcl iu thc acclttisition of lancl l,hicli hc hiis
applaisecl.

Approvoble Approisol Fees

In llie cvetrt a Lrtrrr is aliprovttrl, sitc ttpplaisal ftrcs alc eligiblc trlsts
payable from the procccds of the loan to thc cxtcnt approved by (lI'4.
Responsible Regional Office staff, by acqrLainting themsclves rvitJr
schedules of fees charged by appraisers for appraisirrg similar properties
in or around cities l,herc property is located, rvill be in a position to
properJy advise the applicant as to rvhcther or rrot a reasonable fec has
been quoted. Such irrformation also u.ill rualerially assist in the ap-
proval of fees for appraisals in cornrection rvith senior citizerrs liousing
applications. !'ccs rnay )rc cstablishctl either as a lurnp sum ol alr
amount for each parcel basc<l upon prevailing latcs iu thc community
for equivalc-rrt sorr,iccs. 'l'lrc fcc shall jnclrrdc all scrvices, supplies and
::elated exper)scs. Should the loan application bo rejectcd oI \yithdra\l-lr,
the cost of tJrc aplrraisals urust bc boluc by the applicant.

PRE-OCCUPANCY CO5T5

Pre-occupancy costs rnay be cligibkr for' littyntent from loatr plocccds,
provided:
(1) It is lcasonable thnt sLtc,lr costs bc itrr:rtrrctl as part of the clevclop-

mcnt of thc project.
(2) Such costs arc incurrc'tl plior to plo,icet cotnlrlctiotr.

Itrxarnplcs of costs l'1ric1r nray be loturrl eiigible incluclo:

(1) Salaries to prclject marlzrger', offiee assistarrt, anrl maintenance super-
intentlerrt for aci,ivities an<l scrvicL,s lrccessary to complete the proj-
ecl, for efficicrrt and cffective opertrtions, irrcluding thc cost for such
serviccs rvhen thcy are pelfornred uncler coutract.
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(2) Cost incid.ent to purehase arrd installatiorr of cur.tains and venetian
blinds, including nccessary harclu'are, rvhetn not includecl irr the con-
struction contract; minor exterior u,orh such as limited Iandscaping
and sidewalk instaliation u'here the cost is less than $2,000; floor-
rvaxing and other such activities necessary to permit occupancy
(but not for maintenarrce equipment and supplies to be used later
during operation of the pr<iject).

(3) Accountilg servicrrs and legal fces arril costs pertainirrg to project
completiou arid preparatiorr. for ol)cratioll.

Each eligible pLC-ocoupancy eost shall bc incluclccl iu the appropriate
iirrc itcnr.

TECHNICAT REVIEWS

Aftel the acti<irrs above, the Chief, Scnior Ljitizcns Housirrg Opera-
liorrs Branclr, shall sentl tlre project file to the technical branclies for
rcvicu'. The normal scquence rvill bc Engineering, Finance, aud Legal.

Eaeh technical staff shall rcview the application aucl colrsult
rvith other technical staffs and the Chief, Senior Citizens Flousing Op-
clations Brancli as necessary. Each technical. reviewer shall prelrarc
a tcchnical lcviel report. The original ancl one copy are to be serLt
orr rvith the project folder. Each technical staff shall subrnit u'ith its
lcvierl, report the text of any special conditions rccomrnended for
inclusion in the Loan Agleement.

Should additional information be required, the matter must be
cleared with the Regional Director before the applicant is contacted.
Nounally, all additional information shall be requested in a single
lcttcr prepared by the Chief, Senior Citizcns llousing Operations
Branch. Should thc cornplexity of problems encountercrl during re-
liov makc a furthcr eonference lrith tlie applicant advisable, arrarrge-
mcrrts for thc confererrce shall be made by the Chief, Senior Oitizens
Ilousing Opcrations Branch.

If, at any stage in the rer,ierv process, it is detcrurined that the fund
lcservation should be increased or decreased, the increase or decrease
shall be requested by a revised Form CFA-11 to CFA.

Upon completion of review, the technical branch head shall revierv
and approve the technical review report. He also shall ascertairr
u'hether the revierv report discloses problems and questions of a naturc
\varrarlting return of the foltler to the Chief, Senior Citizens Ilousing
Opelations Branch. If such return is not neeessaly, the folder shall
bc r:outed to thc ncxt technical branch and the releasing of6ce shall be
respolrsible for imrnediately atlvising the Clrief, Senior: Citizens lIous-
ing Operations Branch, of such release, by means of a key-action
notiee.

The Chief, Senior Citizens Housing Operations l}'anch, shall revierv
any problems referred to him by a technical brar-rch and obtain arlvice
thereon to pelruit levierv to continue. Where ilifferences of opinion
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arise among the technical branehcs, he sliall endr:at,or to secule
settlement.

When all technical reviews are completed, the Chief, Senjor Citizerrs
Housing Operations Branch, shall review the entire file to detcrmine
rvhether approval or disapproval shall be reconr.mended. Whelc the
case involves problems or special policy aspccts, these shall be c,or.elecl
fully in a memorandun to CFA.

ff, subsequent to revierv by the Community ll,equircments l)ivisiolr,
the project is so changed as to affect the original demand substantially,
comments shall be requested from the Community Rcquirements
Division. Any findings shall be promptly reported by the Clrief, Sen-
ior Citizens llousing Operations Braneh, to any tcclurical staff l']rioh
has complcteil its rcvierv.

ENGINEERING REVIEW

The engineering revie'lv of the application is coneerned rvith the con-
formity of the preliminary plans rvith the project deseription cover:ecl
by the fund resenation, the cligibility of the specifie facilities and
features contained in the project, the conformity of the plans an<l spcci-
fieations rvith the statutory prohibitions on elaborate or extravagarrt
design or materiais and/or uneconomical construetion, and tlie accept-
ability of the cost and maintenance estimatcs. The report shall eover
only the essentials neecled for review by the othcr technical staffs and
for approval action by thc Regional Director.

Revieu'ancl anal},sis shoultl be conducterl on tlrc basis of the provi-
sions of Form CIi'A-9008, Policics a,ncl Gu,idcs lor Projcct I)esi,gn, and.
the follorving.

Proiecl Size

The number of units in arty one project will be determinecl primarily
by the location and effective local demand for such housing at the
anticipatecl rental levels. Economic feasibility must be demonstraterl
an<l per unit eosts for dcvelopmcnt and operation earefully examincr'I.

Type of living Units

The proposed distribution of units by type should bc supportecl
by data conceuring the neeils of the elderly population to be served.
I-riving units may bc thc one-room "efficiency" type or may include
one bedroom, depending orr the occllpancy needs established for 1,hc
projcct. Kitclren facilities are mandatory in a1l liling units.

Engineering Review Reporl

The Engineering Report shall be prepared on Ilorm CI]'A-913,
Ilngineering Reuieut Report (Exhibit E). 'lhe following guirlcs are
funrishecl for iterrrs rvhich are rint se)f-explanatory; the item arrd line
numbels refer to the corrtrsponding rrurnbers on Fornr CFA-913.

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loon Approvol Criterio

It is the policy of CFA that each loan is of sound valuo and is so
secured as reasonably to assure repayrnent rvithin the schedulcd period.
Therefore the following policy criteria should be usecl in determining
whether a particular loan should be approved.

(1) The loan should be secured by a pledgc of gross projcct reve-
nues, Augmented to the cxtent necessary by a pledge of revenues
from existing facilities, or otlrcr designated income.

(2) The estimated net reveuues frorn pledged sources should cover
the average a.rrnual debt service by at least the prcscribed mini-
mums set forth unaler "Dept Scrvicc Coverage," belou,.

Debt Service Coveroge

'Ihc cstimal,cil rrct lev('lrues (after provicling for rnairrterarrcc and
ol)cration expenses, iuclucling deposits irito thc tax ancl insurance escrow
account and the rcpair and replacemcnt rcscrvo, for tlie projcct and
otlier facilities, the revcnues of rvhich are pledged) must be sufficient
to covcr the average annual debt service by at least 1.1 times. This
margin will provide some latitude bctrvecn estimated versus aotual net
revenlles, and thcreby rvill provitle a cushion for unanticipated mainte-
nance and operation expenses. The margin also will proviclc for the
build-up of thc requirecl debt servicc reservc.

-4. fir'm or binding agrcemerrt by eithcr alrplicarrt or sponsor to uncler-
rvritc opelating rleficits is not rcquircd as a conclition of loan trpproval
unless rlcernod csscrrl,ial to loarr lepayrncnl; and the applicant and/or
sponsor has inclicatcd its l-illingness and ability to fulfill this rcquilc-
urent.

Fol the dcbt, selvice reserve, the bolrorver shall be encouraged to
capitalize out of loan proceeds interest for the first six months of project
development (in addition to interest during construction), and. is ex-
pected to accumulate the balance of the requisite dc,bt service reserve
out of plcdged reyenues. The repair and replacement reserve will be
accumulatecl from plcdged rcvcnues as an item of maintenancc trnd
operation expenscs.

Review of Applicont's finonciol Condition ond Appropriote Operoting Experience

The flrst phase of financial analysis involvcs au assessment of thc ex-
tent to rvhich the applicant can provide economic and financial resources
to support the proposed loan. The extent and firmness of the sponsor's or
other continued support of the project or its rcsidents shall be evaluated.

The revierv shall assess the experience antl ability of the applicant
and/or sponsor in tlre managcmerrt arrd operation of housing or relatecl
facilities.

The revierv shall include an exaruinatiorr of tbe firrirrrcitrl condition ancl
clper:ating exl.relierrcc of cxisl,irrg I'evormo-pl'oducirrg fii.cilities of the
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applicant and sponsor. 'l'hc lcr.icrv shtrll cover such points as: general
financial history, summary of comparative balance sheets, summary
of comparatiye income and expense statements and otlier potential
sources of revenue such as appropriations, gifts, bequests, or endowment
funds.

An important aspect of thc reviov is an appraisal of past debt per-
formanee. Difficulties on previous clebt repayment shall be analyzed to
determine what effect, if any, they might have on repayment of the
proposed loan. If thc applicant or sponsor has participated in any other
HHFA programs, loan performance data shall be obtainetl. A poor
record on a previous loan u,ill normally requirc clctailcd jus.l,ification
beforc the proposcd loau can be approved.

Anolysis of Proposed Revcnues ond Expendilures

The analyst must next consider tvlether the estimal,ed. rcvenues pleclge<l
for repayment of the loan will actually materialize. 'I'his involves jutlg-
ments regarding proposed rates and fees, the expected number of oe-
cupants or users, the reality and adequaey of operating expense esti-
mates, and the effects of eompetition from other ar,ailable facilities.

Fees and charges for optional services should be sufficient to cover the
total cost of these services so that they are not subsidizetl by rental in-
come from housing or from manclatory dining eharges.

'Where a dining operation is to be eoniluctecl by a corrcessionaire, thc
coneession must be operated at no eost to the applicant under an agrec-
ment aeeeptable to the Government.

Estimoted Revenues

The applicatiou indicatcs tlre expectecl number o.f occupants or users
of the project and other facilities the revenues of which are pletlged and
the rates or rentals to be charged for such use.

After reviewing the report of the Community Requirements Division,
the analyst should consirler, as appropriate, in order to determine that
adequate revenues will be realized:
(1) 'Whether the rates or rentals are in line rvith other rates and rentals

charged by tire applieant.
(2) Whether they are comparable to the rates or rentals of similar fa-

cilities in the area.
(3) Whether the proposetl rates or rentals rvill price the project out of

the marhet.
(4) Whether the rates ale compatible rvith the income limits imposerl

in the project area.
(5) Whether the experience of the applicant with existing facilities of

a iike nature supports the estirnates of project reveuue.

To allow for possible vacancies or non-use, the estimated gross project
revenues used to rletermine loan approval shall be adjusted by an as-
sumed occupancy or use rate of 95 perccnt.

and revenue-producing for the life of the loan, or such lesscr periocl for
rvhich the revenues are pledged.

Estimoted Expenses

Availability of pledged revenues for payment of annual debt service
is dependent upon the sufficiency of revenues to coyer maintenance and
operating costs, debt service and reserves. Such M & O costs, or Current
Expenses, include the cost of operating the project, maintaining it in
good condition, making routine repairs and provicling the deposits for
the Repair and Replacement Reserve and the Tax and Insurance Escror,v
Account. The M & O costs may not include depreciation.

In determining that thc estimated M & O costs are adequate and real-
istic, the analyst should note whether they conforrn to the previous
experience of the applicant with similar facilities, whether they are in
line with average costs of othcr senior citizens projects or comparable
projects in the area, and the extent to rvhich they are supported by state-
ments from outside teciurical authorities. IIe sliould also check thc
comments of the Engineer:ing Branch as to the maintenance and repair
portion of M & O cost estimates and as to design fcatules and equip-
ment which might affect maintenance costs, as shown in the En,g,itttering
Reaicut Report.

If the applicant proposes to prorate certain expenses between the
project and any other facility that it or the sporrsor may opur.ate, the
arralyst shall cletermine (a) the basis for eacJr proration, (b) thc reason-
ablerress thercof and the tbility of 1.lre olJtcr fiacil ity.1,o tnal<e paynrerrt of
its share of the expenscs.

If the analyst disagrces with any of thc applicant's estimates, appro-
priate atljustments should be rcflcctcd and evidence of applicant agree-
ment obtainecl. Any differenccs ancl exp)anations l,hereof shall be shorvn
in Part II of thc Financial Rctsiew Rcport.

If anticipated exemption frorn or abaternenl, of real and/or personal
property taxes and assessments is reflected in the applieant's estimates
of operating expenses, the full amount of such taxes and assessments,
without giving consideration to any tax relief, shall nevertheless be
determined.

Intcrest during constmction is eligible for inclusion in total project
cost. The date on lvhich intcrest <luring construction ceases to be
eligible for inclusion in projcct cost rvill normally be tlie flrst day of the
mouth immediately follorving the month in rvhich the project becornes
suitable for occupancy.

When urrits or areas of a project become suitable for occupancy at dif-
ferent times, interest cost will cease to be chargeable to project cost for
cach urrit or al'ea individually in line rvith the above procedures.

Thc analyst shall lcviov the applicant's cstimate oI intcrest rlur:ing
constluction, lieeping iu nrind thc foliorving consirltrrations:

(1) Tltc time periocls involved shoukl be checherl rvith the Itrnginco:ing
Revierv Report to dctermine its acccptancc.

(2) The specific date uporr lvhich intcrest cluring construction rvill
terminate will be determined by the Regional Director at some time
prior to final project closure.

Copitolized lnterest for Debt Service Reserve

Capitalization of six nronths'interest is uot mandatory and rnay be
prohibited in sonre states. If included irr the ploject cost, the special
financial conditions shall provide for the deposit of Ioan funds in the
requirecl amount into the Debt Service Reserve.

Conclusions ond Recommendolions

Following completion of the revierv and preparation of the Itinancial
Reaiew Report, the analyst should be in a position to determine that the
proposed loan is either (a) reasonably assured of repayment, or (b)
not assured of repayment. I-Ie shall mark the Iast section of the Uinan-
cial Reuiew Report, Po,rt I accordingly. If the analyst is recommending

Upon receipt of the project file, the l-,legal Division shall prepare the
loan agreement, using Form CFA-921 as the model text, ancl Fornr
CFA-920 as the general terms and conditions.

The loan agreement shall be based upon the details and conditions of
approval as set forth in the project summary antl tlie technical revierv
reports. The contract number shall be obtained from the Administrative
Division.

A draft copy of the loan agreement shall be referrcd to the Finance
and Engineering Branches for review and surnaming prior to re-
production.

PREPARATION AND APPROVAT

Thirteen copies of the loan agrecment shall be prepared to provide
for the distribution listed" belorv. A copy of Part II-Tcrnts ancl Condi-
tions, I,'orm CFA-920, must be attached to all executecl copies and all
conformed copies for Oentrai 0ffice distribution. No changes may be
rnade in the general terms and conditions or in the text of Fornr
CFA-921 rvithout prior Cl'A approval except as indicated. by thc ap-
proved project sulnmary or authorized eLservhere by Manual or Regional
Circular. The citation in the loan agreement to Form CFA-920 shall
jnclude the parenthetic datc thcreof to identify thc vcrsion of that form
rvhich is being used.

Upon receipt of the duplicated copies, the I:ega1 Division shall pre-
pare a letter to the applicant for the signature of the Regional Director,
lransmitting five copies of (1) the loan agreement; (2) Form CFA-922,
Resolu,tion Approuing Loan Agreement (Bxhibit A), and (3) Form
CFA-923, Opinion of Counsel Accom,pa,nying Loan Agreement (Exhibit
I3), together with appropriate instructions. The applicant shoultl be
instructed to execute ancl return to the Regional Office four copies of
the loan agreement, together with the same number of copies of the
certified resolution antl signed. opinion of counsel, in such form as rvili
entitle the loan agreement to recordation as part of the mortga,ge. On
return, the executed copies shall be sent to the l-.regal Division for review
of sufficiency of authorizalion and execution. Thereafter, all four copies
shall be executed by the Regional Director and stamped to shorv the
date of such execution. After execution, the Legal Division shall (1)
prepare antl distribute the conformed copies; (2) forward one executecl
copy to the borrorver with instructions; (3) forrvard. one executed copy
to be held in custody by the Administrative Division; (4) hold the re-
maining two executed. copies to be physically attached to ancl recorcleil
as part of the mortgage.

CHAPTER 4. CHANGES SUBSEQUENT TO LOAN APPROVAT

After approval of the loan, proposed changes shall be processed as
prescribed below, except that the Commissioner's prior approval is re-
quired for any proposed change that would:

(1) Alter the scope or character of the project;
(2) Alter the method of financing;
(3) Increase the Federal loan amount by more than 10 percent; or
(4) Amend and/ or waive requirements of a loan agreement except

rvhere such amenilment and/or rvaiver (a) has been otherx'ise
authorized in an approved project summary, or (b) is necessary
to effectuate a loan increase of not to exceed. 10 percent of the
approved loan amount.

Recommendation to the Commissioner may be made by memorandum,
by a draft of a revised project summary, or in any other appropriate
manner. All material necessary to support the recommendation must be
furnished. Upon receipt of the Commissioner's decision, the Regional
Director is authorized. to take appropriate action.

REVISED PROJECT SUiTIMARY

A revised project summary shall be preparecl rvhenever:
(1) A revision in the approved project rvill change:

(a) The scope or character of the projcct, or rvill cffect a recluc-
tion in anticipated project revenues.

(b) The method. of financing, including sale of all or part of the
bonds to other bidders (see Section22-2).

(c) A line itcrn in, or the total of, the approved project cost esti-
mate. (Construction cost, irrcluding construction contin-
gency, is considered a single line item.)

(d) The loan conditions or the security pledged to a degree
which rcquires an amendatory loan agreement.

(2) The loan agreement is altered by amendment or waivcr.
(3) Cancellation or withdrawal occurs after issuance of the initial

project summary (see below).

Withdrowol or Concellqlionl

If, foliowing loan approval, the prospective Borrower does not exe-
cute the loan agreement, or later requests release from an executed loan
agreement, the Regional OfEce should endeavor to obtain the return of

the agreement, and shall issue a revised project summary providing for
cancellation of the loan approval or commitment and specifcally re-
questing recision of the fund reservation. The revised project summary
should indicate the reasons for such withdrawal or cancellation and.
where private flnancing has been arranged, include a summary of the
terms of such financing.

'Where a bontl issue is involved and aII bontls are awardetl to other
bidders, the special completion procedures as appropriate, includ.ing
issuance of a revised project summary, in Section 22-2 shall be followed.

If after execution of a loan agreement, it appears unlikely that the
borro'rver can proceed with construction of the project through sueh
circumstances as large bid overruns, loss of project site, or failure to
proceed within a reasonable time, the Regional Director may request the
Legal Division to take steps to cancel the loan agreement. Upon such
referral, the Legal Division shall prepare a notice to the Borrower stat-
ing that it is proposed. to cancel the loan agreement within sixty days
from the date of receipt of the notice for the reasons stated therein
unless the borrorver demonstrates its ability to satisfy the objections
within a specified reasonable time. The letter sha1l be sent by certified
mail with return receipt requested and a copy shall be provided for
CFA. If the borrorver fails to respond or, if in the opinion of the Re-
gional Director, the rcsponse indicates that cancellation is l,arranted,
eaneellation action shall be recommended to CFA by the Regional Ad-
ministrator; the memoranclum to CFA shall contain the basis for the
proposed canccllation and shall sholv that the Regional Counsel and the
Regional Director recommend such action. Upon approval of the can-
cellation action by the Commissioner, the Regional Office shall prepare
a reviseil project summary. In addition, thc I-,legal Division shall pre-
pare, for execution by the Regional Director, a notice of caneellation
which shall be distributed the same as a loan agreement,

Processing of Proposed Chonges

Changes may be proposed by either the borrower or the Regional
Director. Changes initiated by the Regional Director must have the
written concurrence of the borrol,er before approval.

When a change initiated by the borrower will affect construction, the
borrorver r'viil include a Ch,ange Ord,er, prepared as prescribed in Sec-
tion 20-2-3, and send the documents to the Field Engineer for trans-
mittal to the Regional Offrce with his comments. If the change is ap-
proved, Form Cn'A-217 shall be issued as described. in Section 20-2-3.

Each proposed change shall be given all technical reviews needed to
appraise the technical aspects involvetl.

CHANGES TO TOAN AGREEMENTS

The provisions of an exeeuted Ioan agreement, includ.ing the terms
and conditions attached thereto, can be moclified only by an amendment
or a waiver. All such changes require prior approval of the Community
Facilities Commissioner either through approval of a revised project
summary or otherwise, unless speeifically authorized in this Manual or
made to correct an error in the loan agreement to bring it into conform-
ity with the approved project summary. Where the amendatory action
requires a change in the approved. project summary, such revision of the
project summary shall normally precede modification of the loan
agreement.

Where feasiblc, Regional Officos are urged to incorporate in each
amendatory loan agreement, general revisions macle to the standartl
tcrms and conditious since thc original or previous amendatory a,grec-
ment rvas executed.

An amendmerrt to the loan agreement shall be executed by both thc
borrou'er and the Government with such formalities as rvill entitle the
amendment to recordation as part of the mortgage or of a supplemental
mortgage.

MORTGAGE TRANSCRIPT DOCU'IAENTS

Preparation and submission of the mortgage transcript documents is
the responsibility of the borrower acting in conjunction with its legal
counsel. Although three sets of the mortgage transcript d.oeuments are
required, the Regional Office should request the borrower to furnish
only those documents not readily available in the Regional Office. Or-
dinarily the initial mortgage transcript shall include the following
documents, together with such other documents as may be appropriate
under the particular circumstances:

(1) Complete charter or articles of incorporation anil all amend-
ments thereto, certified. by the appropriate public official as of
recent date.

(2) Certificate of Goocl Standing of recent d.ate executed by the ap-
propriate State official, if the corporation is more than one year
oId.

(3) Complete by-laws and all amenclments thereto, eertified by the
secretary of the borrower as of a recent date.

(4) Proceedings of the borrower authorizing execution of the Note,
Mortgage (or deed of trust) and. Regulatory Agreement, inc}od,-
ing physical attachment to the resolutions of such documents i:c.

the form approved. There should be included authorizing action
of both the board and the membership where required under ap-
plicable State law. Certified excerpts from the minutes of the
meetings at rvhich the action was taken should include the date
and time of the meeting, whether it was a regular meeting prop-
erly called or a special meeting with proper notice and accept-
ance, the names of the individuals present or absent, and the
vote on the authorizing resolutions.

(5) Conformed copy of the l{ote.
(6) Executed duplicate of tiae Mortgage (or deed of trust) including

REVIEW OF MORTGAGE IRANSCRIPT DOCUMENTS

The I-,legal Division shall have primary responsibility for review of the
transcript documents, which shall also be submitted to the Finance
Branch for revie'lv of those portions of the transcript involving finan-
cial matters. The initial transcript shall be complete and satisfactory
in aII essential respects prior to disbursement of loan funds.

When the Regional Counsel is satisfied as to the legal sufficiency and
adequacy of the initial transcript documents, he shall complete and exe-
cute the Opinion of Regional Cou,nsel, Form CFA-947 (Exhibit A),
based upon his revierv of the transcript documents and the opinion of
the borro'r,ver's counsel. One set of the mortgage transcript documents
shall be placetl in the project file and one set retained by the Legal
Division.

SUBMISSION TO CFA

A complete set of the initial mortgage transcript documents, appro-
priately bound and indexed, together with a copy of t'he Opinion of Re-
gional, Counsel, Form CFA-947, shall be forwarded to CFA within 60
days after the date of loan closing. A copy of the additional transcript
documents shall be forwarded to CFA promptly upon receipt thereof.

Block A or attach such find.ings as are necessary.
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_ Where th.e Report of Irtitial Compliance indicates deficiencies, the
B,egional Director shall determine whether a visit should be made to
cliscuss and remedy such d.eficiencies.

When it has been determined that the borrorver has fully complied
rvith applicable loan requirements, the necessary data shall be reco-rded
on Form CFA-360-SH, the duplicate Report of Initial Compliance,
Form CFA-361-SH, shall be forwarded to CFA and the original placed
in the Project I-,loan Management Foldrlr.

Insuran_ce policies or certificates of ilrsurance coverage received pur-
suant to the loan agreement shall be forlvardecl to the OA Division of
Finance and Accounts.

CHAPTER I. GENERAT

Section l. Purpose ond Description of the Progrom

The delegated authorities and thc duties and responsibilities assigned
to Regional staff in these instructions are to be exercised, first, with due
regard to and observance of the policies and instructions herein; and,
second, rvith due recognition of the general lack of experience in this
program, to the end that the advice and guidance of the Community
Facilities Commissioner rvill be obtaineil before taking action in doubt-
ful cases.

This is a progranl of " immediate " aid and has strict limits on thc
pcliod in rvhich aid may be pror-ided. Therefore, it is imperative that
all staff makc every effort to expedite the accomplishment of this
program.

EtIGIBI.E APPTICANTS

Public bodies eligible for assistancc uncler that segment, of the Accel-
cratcd Pubiic Worl<s Program administcred by this Agenr:y are defined
AS:

Murricipalities ancl othcr political subdivisions ancl instrumen-
talities of States, including public agencies and instrumentalities
of orre or more municipalities or other political subclj.visions in the
same State, and Indian tribc.s.

EIIGIBTE PUBTIC WORKS

Grants may be made for any type of public rvork which the applicant
has legal authority to plan, finance and construct except ed.ucational
facilities, urban mass transit facilitics, and housing projeets other than
cmployec housing rvhich is incidental and necessary to an eligible
project. I{orvcver, adult centers and similar facilities, such as libraries,
rvill be c)igiblc onty if their primary use is by the general public and
usc by tlrc school system is relatively secondary.

Recreotionol Focilities

Recreational facilities and recreational centers of varied" use are
eligible only if they are open to use l,ithout charge. Revenue-producing
facilities such as the usual golf course or ski lift are ineligible.

Exceptions may be made for certain charges which are necessary for
services not intrinsic to thc development and maintcnance of the project
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8.I.I ACCETERATED PUBTIC WORKS GENERAI,

itself but u,hich are norrnally attendant to such a project. tr'or example,
moderate charges may be made for loel<er or basket use at a srvimming
pool, sports equipment rental, or park tourist fees for utilities at camp
iites. These charges must be nominal, directly rclated to incidental
services, and cannot be such as to constitute a gcncral rcvenue source.

Refinoncing or Purchose of Exisring Fsciliries

Since the primary purpose of the Public Wor:lis Accclcration Act is
tlie crcation-of cmployment through construetion of public rvorks in
dcsignated areas, and the refir.rancing or purcllase of alrcady constr:uctcd
facilitics expends program funds rvithout commensuratc crcation of
employment, such refiirancing or purchase has been determincrl to bc an
ineligible projeet cost for purposes of grant computation.

This policy has no effect on present PFL instructions conccrtrirt5
refinancing oi purchasos unrler thlt program. Such instructions remaitt
in effect arrd ar. applicablc to a Public Facility I-.ioan accompanying
an APW Grant application.

TOCATION OF PROJECTS

Assistance is limited to plojtrcts locatctl itr arcas clesignatecl by the
Secretary of Liabol as having bccn areas of substantial unemploymeut
for at Ieast 9 of the 12 immediatcly preccding montlis, and in areas
d.esignated by the Secretary of Commerce undcr Sections 5(a) and (b)
of the Area Redevelopment Act as " rcdevelopment areas. " It is
required that the project, as tlistinct from the applicant body, be
located in such an area.

Sornc projects may be p}ysically locatctl in tl'o or morc adjacent
arcas rvhe"e eligible grani pereentages cliffer, rvhct'c onc or more of
the areas is ineligible, or rvhere State boundaries arc involved. Where
thcsc circumstances occur thc follol'ing critcria shtrll apply.

Areos wilh Vorying Moximum Gronl Percentoges

Whcn a projcct is locatctl in tryo or ltiorc atljacrclt arc:as rv|crc t|c
n'iaximum Irant pclcentage is not uniform, the plo,icct shall bc scgrc-
gate<l into sepirratc portioirs for each area antl the granl, detcrminctl on
ihe basis of l,lre relatir.c costs of that portiorr of the projcct iocatctl iu
cach of tlic rcspcctivc Elreas.

Ineligible Areos

Whcn a projcct is physically locatcd iu trvo ol mol'e acljaccnt alcas,
one or more of l,hich is not an eligible arca, the grant shall be limited to
only that part of the project physically located within the eligible
area and the project must be segrcgatcd.

Stqte Boundories

fn any event, if Statc bounrlafics arc invoh,cc'I, segregation into
separate projects is required.
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PROJECT DESIGN

Each applicant will develop, through its consulting engineer or
architeet, the plans and specifications for its project. The requirement
that construction be undertal<en in an economical malrner, ancl not
be of elaborate or extravagant design or materials, has br:en established
on a poliey basis to secure maximum construction r,vith available funcls.

ASSISTANCE UNDER OTHER FEDERAT GRANT PROGRAMS

Section 3 of the Public Worlts Acceleration Act authorizes ffnancial
assistance for non-Feclera1 public works projects unrler existing Federal
grant-in-aid programs with grants up to 50 percent and up to 75
percent under certain conditions. Section 5 expancls and arnends the
public facility loan statute to autliorize grants by this A-gency. It has
been determined, however, that such grants will not be made for
projects eligible under other Federal grant programs.

Accordingly, a grant rviil not be made by this Agency under this
program for: a public rvork which is eligible under the statute estab-
Iishing another Ferleral grant program, regardless of whether the other
Agency has disapproved the project for poiicy or technical reasons,
whether the applicant has cven applied for a grant under the other
program, or whether funds are available under that other program.

The determinations regarding eligibility in any given case must be
based on careful revien, of the exact nature of the proposed project,
rather than on its general type. Section 8-2-1 provides for checking
doubtful cases with thc othcr Federal agency concerned.

FINANCING OF BAI.ANCE OF PROJECT COST

Approval of a grant'will depend in part upon the appJiczunt's shorving
that it will be able to provide the other ftrnds required. In most cases,
it is anticipated that the applicant rvill be able to raise the balance by
private borrowing since the grant should enable the applic,ant to obtain
a loan in the capital marl<et. (See Chapter 8-7.)

However, the Act authorizes this Agency to make a loan for the
balance of the cost for a project being given a grant by this Agency or
by any other Federal agency pursuant to the Act. Accordingly, an
applicant may file a loan application at the same time it files its grant
application or at any subsequent time.

If both the grant and loan are requestecl from this Agency, the loan
request will be subject to the polieies and criteria which govern public
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facility loan approvals, and approval of the grant request will be
dependent on loan approval.

If a grant is being sought under another Fetleral program, the related
loan application filed with this Agency will be subject to public facility
ioan policies and criteria; disbursement of loan funds will be contingent
on the other Federal agency's approval of the grant.

DISBURSEMENTS

The grant agreement will provide for payment to the applicant of
90 percent of the grant in installments as shown below. Ifowever, such
pafments will be made only upon receipt of satisfacto-ry- evidence of
frrm and. bintling arrangements for financing of the balance of the
project cost. (See Chapter 8-7.)

(l) 25 percent upon approval of award of the construction contract(s).
(2) 50 percent when eonstruction is approximately 50 percent complete.
(3) 15 percent after final inspection.

The final 10 percent will be paid after project completion and auclit,
subject to adjustment to reflect the total cost as determined by the
Agency.

Where a CFA loan rvill finarrce any portion of the project costs, the
bonds rvill be delivered in time to assure uninterruptecl availability of
funds.

A separate Construction Account for the project must be established
into wliich both the Federal grant and the balance of the funds required
must be depositecl as they are obtained.

FIXED FEES

No fixed. fees shall be chargecl for autlits and inspections made under
the Accelerated Public Works Program. Where the project is to
be financed jointly by an APW grant and a PFL loan, fixed fees shall
be charged in accordance with the instructions of Chapter 4-1 .
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Section 2. Restrictions ond limitqtions

ACCETERAIED PUBTIC WORKS 8.I.2

SIGNIFICANT REDUCIION IN UNEMPTOYMENT

One purpose of this program is to provide irnrlediate aicl to areas of
substanliaf unemployment or underemployment. Financial as.sistance

is permitted onty for public works which will contribute significantly
to ihe reduction of unemployment in the labor marlret arr:a in which
the publie work wiil be constructed.

Approvai of grant assistance shall be limited to those pr-ojects where
estimited on-site labor costs exceed 20 percent of tire total dilect con-
struction cost.

Insofar as practicable local unemployecl labor rvill be given preference
for on-site employment.

No project shall be of sueh size as to re-qu-ire on-,site man-years of
employment disproportionate to the size of the rvorl< force or to the
unemployment problem in the eligible area.

CONSTRUCTION SIART AND COMPTETION

Funcls are available only lor projects "rvhich can bc initiated or
acceleratetl within a reasonably short periocl of time," ancl "a substan-
tial portion of which can be completerl r,vithin 12 months after initia-
tion or acceleration."

In recognition of the iimits on construction time aLnd to achieve the
full intenaed impact of an immediate public rvorks Program, tlis
Agency will give-preference initially to those,projcct! for which the
firit on-site labor can be employed'within 120 days follor'ving approval
of the application. Subsequently, preference will be. given to applica-
tions on t[e basis of the rapidity rvith rvhieh eonstruction can begin'

There must be a reasonable basis for expecting that a substantial
portion of the worli can be cornpleted rvithin 12 months after on-site
employment begins. A "substantial portion" means more than 50
perceut of the project.

RETATIVE NEED

Projects should be given speciai consideration and attention in
processing if they are located in an area that has had more than twice
ihe national rate of unemployment for two of the last fonr years, or,
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in cases where unemployment data are not available, has a rnedian
family income less than one-third. the national average.

AI.I.OWABI.E COSTS

All costs normally incurred. in planning ancl constructing a public
work are generally eligible except as discussed belorv:
(1) In computing the grant, the follorving ma)'not be included:

(a) Cost of land ancl rights-of-rva1',

(b) Costs of planning whiclr rvere financed by a planning advance
from CFA's Program of Advances for Public Worlis Plan-
ning unrler Section 702 of. the l{ousing Act of 1954.

(2) Grant funds rnay not bc used for:
(a) Ordinary governmentrrl or non-project operational cxpenses.
(b) Costs of planning and construction performed by force ae-

count. (See "Force Account'WorI< on fnclian Tribe Projects,"
below.)

Costs may include interest during construction and during a reason-
able period for d"evelopment. The specific date upon which interest
during construction and development will terminate shall be determincd
by the Regional Director prior to project closing.

Grant funds provided for a project may be used for constr.uction costs
of fallout shelter facilities being inclucled in the project.

NEI INCREASE IN PUBTIC WORKS EXPENDITURES

Un{9r the Act, grarrt funds may be made available to the applicant
ouly if the applicant will increase its planned or proposed. level of
expenditures for public improvement by approximately the amount
of the non-grant funds required for the projcct. This increase in thc
applicant's expenditures must be achieved duling the applicant's fiscal
year or years in which the assisted project is to be constructed. (See
Chapter 8-7.)

This requirement makes necessary the inclusion in the application
filing of a formal piedge by the applicant body conditional upon the
Federal grant being approved, to so increase its public work expendi.
tures, with appropriate supporting material.

The documents supporting the pledge to inerease expenditures wiil
vary widely. Some public bodies have a formally adopted expend.iture
program for capital improvements covering one or more years, which
is generally identified as a ('capital budget" or a "public works
burlget." Where the appJicant ]ras a capital budget, little difficulty
should arise.

Other local public bodies may have informal programs of capital im-
provement expend.itures which, while not formally adopted by the
governing body, nevertheless represent a plan of capital improvement
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expenditures for a periocl of one or mole years. llhis is generally
iilentified as a "eapital improvement program" or a "capital improve-
ment plan." 'When the applicant has a eapital improvement program,
it may be necessary to require some further documen,lation to support
the existing "proposed or planned total expend,itures" for capital
improvement projects.

There are still other local public governments tha,t do not have a
capital improvement program, adopted formally or informally. fn
such instances, the local public body may make r:xpcnditures for
capital improvements as the necd arises. ft is reeognized that many
of the smaller communities fall into this category. fn such situations,
provision is made for submission of other financial documents, as listed
in Form CFA-1102, Instru,ctions ancl Gutdes for ComTtl,eting tha Appli-
cation f or Grants. ft is expectccl that these documents rvill permit the
Regional Office to make a determination that the applir:ant will inerease
its total expenditures for eapital improvement projeets by the requisite
amount, even though the applicant does not submit a, preferred. docu-
ment showing what the capital improvement expendilures were to be,
and what they will be in the event a grant is approved, This alternative
method of determination usually rvill involve a comparison of the
applieant's current year approved operating budget rvith the audited
expenditures for the preceding _vear in order to shorv an average or base
level of eapital improvemcnt expenditurcs and thereby provide a basis
for detcrmining rrhether the requested llcderal grant is cxpected to
produce an increase in the applicant's total expenditures for capital
improvement projects.

fn some instances thele may be lcason to belicve that an applicant
has not supported the requested resolution cither with a eapital budget
or rrith a eapital improvement plan, er,en though these documents
could have been submitted. In such cases, the Regional Office might
fintl it appropriate to request the applicant to submit, along with
alternative d.oeuments, a ccrtifieation to the effect that it does not
have either a capital budget or a capital improvcmcrLt plan.

REIATION TO COMPREHENSIVE PTANS

To be eligiblc for grant a,ssisturrcc, a, public tr'or)is proje<tt nrust not b<r
inconsistent rvith loeally approved comprehensivc plans for the juris-
tliction a{Iected, wherevcr sueh plans cxist. \Yhenevcr therc has bccn
developed eomprehcnsive plans, including mastcr: plans for. lancl use,
transportation, urban reue'wal, overall economic tlcvelopment, or other
plans for the orderly grorvth of an a,rea in which an eligible applicant
proposes to locate a public rvorks project, evidence will be required that
the public works project proposed is not inconsistent with existing
approved plans or programs.

PUBIIC NEED

To be
cssential
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public necd if it will provide a needed service to the general public ancl
n ill be usable upon completion.

Assistance rvill not be givcn to a project, the usefulness of rvhich is
dependent upon the construction of future public rvorks. Plans may
include allowance for demonstrablc future neeil, but the project may
not be ovcrdesigned.

Facilities specifically identificd rvith servicc to a commercial or
industrial enterprise relocating from one area to another will not be
considered. fn no case should a grant be permitted to bcnefit primarily
certain individuals such as the developers of a subtlivision. This rvill re-
quire special attention v,henever the balance of the funds is to be pro-
vid.ed through special assessment bonds since projects may be designed to
provide facilities for new subdivisions or undeveloped land still in the
promotional stage which rvould ultimately increase property values so
as to provid"e unreasonable profits to developers.

FORCE ACCOUNT WORK ON INDIAN TRIBE PROJECIS

fndian tribes eligiblc for assistance uucler tl're Accelelatccl I'ublic
Works Program generally reflect significantly higher unemployment
rates and lower family incomes than applicants in other eligible areas.
Normally, very few Indians are employed on eonstruction projects on
tribal lands unless the tribc is responsible for construction; in thesc
eases, employment may rangc as high as 90 percent of the eorrstructiorr
force. Conscquently, it has becn determined that force account t'olk to
be undertaken on projects by Indian tribes is acceptable uncler thc
Accelcratcd Public Works Program.

Regional Dircctols must insulc that (1) sigui{icant recluctiorr il
project costs or marked uncmployment relief orr tribal lands comparctl
to that lvhich coulcl be anticipaterl by normal construction by contract
will result from tJre use of such force accottnt, (2) thc use of forcc
aecount rvill not cause arr unreasonablc extension of thc construction
period.

Accounting durirrg construction rvill bc supcrviscd by staff of thc
Ilureau of Indian Affairs. Thc Rureau has instructecl its staff to
cstablish and maintain accouuting systcms in accorclatrcc witJt its orvn
trccounting procotlurcs.

Although thc Bureatr oI Iuclian ,\lfails rvill proviclc constructiorr
supervision of folce account projccts, IIHFA li'ielcl Engineers shall
uiake project inspcctions in thc samc rnanncr as for otlier APW
projects,

Projcct aud.its will be made by the staff of the Bureau of fndian
Affairs. Samples of the type of project audit report needed by HHFA
will be furnished" to the Bureau auditors by the Audit Division, OA.

Thc Bureau of fndian Affairs rt,ill makc a pre-complction audit on
most projccts in orcler to facilitate meeting of project payrolls. Whcn
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such audits are made and there are no pertinent unresolved. exceptions
and the grant conditions have otherwise been met, tha,t portion of the
final 10 percent of the grant necessary to meet project payrolls may be
released.

Any assistance by staff of the Bureau of Indian Affairs on force
aecount projeets rvill be on a non-reimbursable basis.

EIIGIBI,E REPAIRS AND IMPROVEMENTS

Aclditiorrs anc.l irrrplovernents rvJrich are eligiblr: costs untlcr the Public
Worlis Accr:leratiorr Act shall lie ]irnitetl to capital improvernenls tr,hielr
rcsult in substantial bett,ennent or adclitions 1o an existing facility.
Such arlclitions and irnprovemenl,s are distinguisheil from lepairs and
rnaintenance in that they havc a substantial effect in exl,ending thtr
useful lifc of a fixed asset, increasing its utility, or: enlarging its
capacity; rvhereas repairs ancl rnainterrance have the effect merely of
keeping the asset in its custornary state o{ operating cfficiency. Ilor'
example, resurfacing of a road, replacemcnt of sicler'vallis tirat arc
beyonrl r'epair, replacernent of rollecl curb rvith regular curb antl
gutter, conversion of warehouse to offices, increasing the size of a brrilrl-
ing or other facility, all are adclitions or itnprovctnents which arc
eligible. Ilor,vever, road patching ancl repairs, repailLting and sintilar
'ivorl< are repairs and maintenance items which are not eligible.

Other examples of aclclitions or improvements whicJr ar:e eligible
include:

(1) i\[ajor changes to interiors of buildings or structurcs, so tilat
they may be more suitably used for their existing functional
purposes or for other functional purposes. Such worh includcs
but is not limited to: structural changes; rcloca,tion of partitions
and fixec1 mechanical systems for water, heat, air conditioning,
and ventilation; the replacement of mechanical systems with
up-to-rlate or more efficient types of systems, or increasing the
size of a building or other facility.

(2) Rebuiltling of a deterioratecl roacl inclucling a new pavement
wearing surface with or without new base courses. Such work is
to be distinguished from pavement "seal coats" and road patch-
ing which are considered to be repair ancl maintenance rvork.

(3) Construction of a pavement wearing surface on an existing
unimproved road or street having only a base course vearing
surface.

(4) Replacement of sidewalks that are beyond repair ancl replace-
ment of rolled curb rrith regular curb and gutter.

(5) Replacement of entire component parts of a bulding which are
beyond economic repair such as entire fixed systems for hea1,,
water, sewage, ventilation, air conditioning, and electricity.

(6) Replacement of water and server lines anrl rvater treatment
plants which are inadequate or which are no Ionger usable with-
out exeessive maintenauce eosts.

fn determining eligibility, tle project also must be compared to the
overall basic facility. For example, the replacement of a furnace in a
municipal building l,ould not be eligible since such a piece of equip-
ment is generally only a component part of an overall heating system.
IIowever, if the project involved the replacement of each component
part of tlie entile heating systern including the fumace, the project
would be eligible.

OPERAIING SUPPT'ES, MOVABTE EQUIPMENT AND IURNISHINGS

Costs of operating supplies, rnovable equipment autl furnishings re-
quire special comment since these are not eligible for inclusion in tlrr:
total cost on wJriclr the Fedcral grant is computed.

Such costs are ineligible by reason of the wording of the program
statute which autlrorizes grants only for "the cost of construction."
Accordingly, such costs are to be shown ir"r Fonn CFA-1101-1, Item 12
of the project eost estimate; and that the procurement and payment for
such iterns arc to be handlcd separertely frorn the project itself.

This should not Lre constnrecl as a prohibition against financing tlicse
costs by the same method to be used lior the balauce of the project costs
not c<-rvered by the grant, as in the case of a project to be financed by
(a) the Fedelal grant and (b) a bond issue sold to private invr:stors
to provide all other funds rcquiretl for the project, in addition to the
grant.

I{o'lvever, some operating supplies aud equipment are initially pro-
vided in lirnited quantity by the construction contractor as part of the
project construction job. For exarnple, light bulbs often are supplied
and the testing of an oil furnace often results in a minor supply of
fuel being left in the tank. Where such iterns are so fumisherd, the cost
is an unidentifiable part of the constructiott contract cost, and nectl
not be shorvn separately.
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CHAPTER 2. APPTICAIION PROCESSING

Section l. Preliminory Processing

INQUIRIES

Care must be givcn in rcsponding to iuquirics bccausc the variety of
types of assistancc available may malie it necessary to refer corrc-
spond.ents to another Federal agency.

\Yhere the inquiry exprcsscs interest in a public facility loan, Ii'onns

CFA-701 and CFA-702 also shall be included.
Wherc the applieant rvishes to apply only for a loan to supplement a

grant from another agency, only the PFL Forms CFA-701 and CFA-
702 rvill be furnished.

If the inquiry is received from other than an apparcntly eligible
applicant, the Fact Shect shall be furnished.

If an initial inquiry concerns a project of a type apparcntly eligible
undcr another Federal grant program, tire inquirer should be so in-
formed. All information avaiiable on the other program should be
given, and the inquirer advised to contact the appropriate agency to
ascertain 'r'vhether the type of project proposed is eligible under that
agency's program.

If any inquiry js so rvordcd as to raise doubt corrcerning project
eligibitity under anothcr Federal program, the OFA application forms
should be furnisJred, but the inquircr should. be carrtionecl that much
time may be lost unless he mahes inquiry to the othcr agency beforc
submitting an application to CFA.

If an inquiry is received frorn an apparerrtly ctigiblc appiicant for. a
revenue-producing project cligible for a grant in excess of 50 pcrcent,
the applicant should be advised of the applicab)c special instmctions.

RECEIPT AND RECORDING

Uporr receipt of an application, it u.ill be sent to the ReporLs antl
Control Assistant for recording in accordance tvith the follorving
examples:

TNQUIRIES CONCERNING APPTICATION STATUS

Except for Congressional inquiries, each irrquir:y concerning thc
status of an application fiIed under the Accelcratcd Public \\rorks I'ro-
gram shall be answerecl by a Icttcr as prescribecl in Exhibit B' Corrgrcs-
sional inquirics shail contirtttc to be referrecl to thc Congrcssioual
L:iaison Offrcer in accordance rvith existing instructions.

EI.IGIBII.IIY UNDER OTHER FEDERAT GRANT PROGRAMS

Since a grant is not to be made for a project of a type eligible under
another Federal grant program, each grant application shall be
checked at this point r'vith respect to such eligibility.

Applications 'lvill fall into tlrrec' eategories to bc proccssecl as gi't'crt
bclorv:

(1) Obviously incligible uucler other' plograms. Thcso ap.plicatious' 
sha1l be routetl to the Regional Director for preselrtation to thc
Regional Administrator.

(2) Obviously eligible under another grant program. Receipt of
these applicatiorrs slrall be recortlctl, with the reason for their
ineligibility unclcr OFA's program notetl. The application shall
then immediately be leturnecl to the applicant under a letter of

(3) Applications for projects rvhose eligibility is doubtful or cannot
be determined under the standards given. First, an attempt
should be made by telephone with subsequent confirmation in
writing, to get a firm commitment as to the project's eligibility
from the appropriate agency's regional office. If this cannot be
clone quickiy, inquiry s[all be made to CFA as soon as possible;
a copy of the application shall be sent to CFA with the memoran-
dum.- CFA wili contact the Washington Offrce of the other
agency and will inform the HHFA Regional Office of the advice
obtained. In the meantime, processing of the application. may
continue if it seems reasonable to assume that it rvill be eligible
under CFA's program.

Where anothcr agency advises that the type of project is eligibt
under its program, the application shall be returned rvith suf-
ficient information in a c-overirrg letter to enable the applicant
to proceed promptly under the other program involved.

EVAI.UATION OF TABOR YIETD

fn selecting applieations for full processing, preference should be
given to thosc where a high proportion of the project cost rvill be for
on-site labor. Horvcver, such prefercncc must be exercised. in conjunc-
tion with other criteria and, considerations.

fn considering an application l'ith respect to prefercnce and proc-
essing, it should be judged in part on the basis of other applications on
hand or in process from the same applieant, the samc area or the same
State. Where one applicant fiIes several applications, that one offeri-ng
the best response to-fhe purposes of this program shall be selected for
immediate full processinf. Ttre others shall be consitlered in conjuetion
with subsequenf fiIings so that one community rvill not receive an undue
share of available funds in the early program stage with consequent
denial of assistanee in other areas in the same State.

If one or more applications already have been seleetecl for processing
from one area, an application from another area would normally
descrvc more consideration than ailditiona.l applications from the area
already having cases in process. The first filing from an area may be
given such consideration even though it may offer a lower employment
yield, but only if the employment yield is reasonably. comparable to
that offered by other cases on hand. Hon'ever, an applicant may have
clivided a large project into several separate jobs, e.g', sewage orlvater
facilities, in several areas, to minimize community disturbance or to
perrnit simultaneous construetion of the components. In su_ch case,

action on the several applications for the several units must be taken
with due regard for the fact that the units are in some degree com-
ponents of one facility.

The Revielv Committee shall consist of the Regional Administrator,l
Eegional Director, the Regional Counsel, and such other key staff as
t-he Regional Administrator or Regional Director may dcsignate.

ADVANCES UNDER THE PUB!.IC WORKS PTANNING PROGRAM

TIie Act. provides that no advanccs made for thc planning of a public
works project under the Program of Aclvances for-Public \\rorks-Plan-
ning (SectionJ02, Housing Act of 1954, as amendccl) shall be requirerl
to be repaid if construction of such project is initiated as a resull of a
grant urrder the Public Works Acceleration Act rvhether made by this
or another I'ederal agency.

This provision docs not apply to advances made uncler tlie First ancl
Second Advance Planning Programs.

Arrangements have been made for notice to CFA by another Federal
age-ncy of approval of a grant for a project planned in u'hole or in part
rvith a planning advance from this Agency.

.If the project is but one seplment of a public r.ork for l'hich a pltrn-
ni!g advanee tvas made, the applicant's liability for repayment wiil bc
reduced by that part of the planning costs attributablc tothat segment
for rvhich a grant is made. The amorint of the planning aclvauce
attributable to the work being assisted by a grant shall be establishetl
by the Regional l)irector in the same manner as prescribed. for ,,Partial
Repayments" in Chapter 3-5, Volume VI.

JOINT.PARTICIPATION PROJECTS

Where the Acceleratetl Public \Yorhs Progratn participates with
another Federal Program irr a joint project, such as a coruplete servel
system with Public l{ealth Selvicc assistance,.or ,a multi-pttrpose
project, such as a rcservoir constructed in participation with tlie Soil
Conservation Service, the Reg'iortal Oifrce shoulcl rvork with the partici-
pating agency antl reach agreement on the proper distr:ibution of
project costs. However, where administrative and other miscellaneous
costs are not allocabie to a single participatirrg program or where they
are clearly of direct benefit to both programs, such as legal and adminis-
trative, such costs should be pro-rated between the participating pro-
srams in the same ratio as the construction costs of each program bear
io the total construction costs. Nevertheless, every effort shouftl be rnade
to icleltify anil allocate costs before resorting to the pro-ration method.

TECHNICAT REVIEWS

Technical reviervs are normally made in the following order: Engi-
neering, Finance, and Legal. The Chief, Public I'acilities Operations
Branch, shall be ad.r,iscd after each staff has completed its review. Each
reviewer shall prepare a technical rcport manually on the prescribed
forms.

Scope of Review

The necessity of achieving rapid proccssing does not relieve the
revier'ver of the responsibility of using sound judgment. Where the
reviewer believes the case to be sound, he should reduce his revierv
accordingly. Horvever, if he finds indication of a matter that rvould
make approval unwise or improper, the matter should be examined
in appropriate cletail.

The depth and nature of revierv rvill tlepend to a considerable extent
on the degree of firmness of arrangements for providing the non-grant
funds. On that basis, thc various types of fiIings and related reviely
instructions are giveu bclol'.

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As shorvn, $5,000 of the loan will be used to cover the "ineligible"
costs, and the balance used to finance in part the "eligible" costs. The
net effect would be to reduce the Federal grant to $60,000, or about
63 percent of the total eligible costs.

than 75 percent, the Regional Office shall advise the applicant of the
applicable grant pereentage at the time a fund reservation is requested.

TEGAL REVIEW

The remarlis above regarding financial revierv generally apply to the
legal review. Here again, review may be appreciably reduced 'with
respect to such matters as legal authority to issue bonds which may and
should be left to the private lender so long as the legal reviewer is
satisfied that general authority exists.

tr'indings shall be reported. on Form CFA-11I6, Legal Reuieu; Report
(Exhibit D).

Citations shall be used only when needed in a comment or to correct
an erroneous citation on the application. The Notes and Comments
section shall be used for brief comments on items which have been
negatively checked and, as necessary, for recording details to be usetl
in subsequent processing.

WITHDRAWATS

If, prior to execution of an agreernent, the applieant rvishes to with-
draw its application, acknowledgment shall be made by letter, with
copies to CFA and the Division of Finance and Aecounts. Plans and
other documents may be returnecl if requested.

REFITINGS

If an applicant refiles an applieation afte.r disapproval or .r,vithdrawal,
it may be accepted as a new application and given a new project
number. Ilorvever, the previous fund reservation will remain can-
celled. and the case must await its turn among the other nerv filings for
presentation to the Regional Administrator.

After eompletion of technical teviels, the Chief, Public Facilities
Operations Branch, shall check the file to identify any further action
necessary, and shall endeavor to resolve any tlifferences shorvn in the
revierv reports.

A firm and binding commitment may be evidenced in the form of (a)
an approved bank loan or an already issued bond anticipation note, with
the proceeds held in a bank deposit and available for d.eposit into the
Construction Account; (b) a firm ax,ard of bonds to a qualified muni-
cipal bond underrvriter, following a competitive or negotiated sale,
supported by a preliminary bond counsel opinion ancl a certified copy
of an ordinance or resolution au,arding the bonds to tlie purchaser; or
(c) an executed loan agrecmcnt rvith the Ilousing ancl llonre Fiuance
Agency for a loan uncler the Public Facility Loans Program, supported
by a preliminary bond counsel opinion. Funds arising from such
borrowing must be deposited into the Construction Account as soon as

they are received. by the applicant.

NEI INCREASE IN PUELIC WORKS EXPENDITURES

An applicant for a grant under the Accelerated Public -Works 
Pro-

gram is required to submit rvith its application a formal resolution
pursuant to which it represents that it rviil increase its proposed or
planned total expenditures for capital improtement projects (exclusive
of Federal funds) by an amount approximately equal to the non-
Federal funds required. to complete the project for v'hich the grant is
requested.

Section 5(e) of the Terms ancl Conditions of the Grant Agreement
(Form CFA-1120) requires as a prerequisite to any disbursement of
grant funds that the applicant present satisfactory evidence that "The
Applicant (1) has formally amended its capital improvement plan,
budget or other schedule, or is in the process of so amencling it, to in-
corporate the increase in its planneil net expenditures for capital irn-
provements pursuant to the resolution furnished with the grant
applieation; (2) has secured, or is in the process of securiirg, approval
of the amendments by any State or other public body having authority
in such matters; and (3) lias aruangecl for, or is proceeding expedi-
tiously to obtain, the funds needed for such increase in expenditures. "

The following paragraphs describe the mantrer in rvhich the applicant
shall be required to evidence fulfiIlment of its representations as set
forth in its resolution and amended. capital improvements budget re-
garding the increase in capital improvement expenditures.

Applicont Submission

Prior to disbursement of the third grant installment (representing 15
percent of the total grant), tl're applicant shall be furnished tlvo copies
of Form CFA-1129, Certification of Perform,ance, Acccleruted, Public
Works Act, and. a set of instructions (CFA-1129a) for its cornpletion,
and required to submit one signed copy to the Regional Office to evidence

fulfiIlment of its representations lr:ga,rding increases in capital improve-
ment expenditures (Exhibits D ard ltr). First and second grant install-
ments may be tlisbursed on thc basis of net ir,'reasr: assurances providcrl
in the original applieation.

Review of Submission

Upon reeeipt of Form CFA-1129, the Regional Office shall prourptly
review the document to determine (a) that the applicant has already
increased. its total expenclitures for capital improvement projects by the
requisite amount, as evidenced by its certification and supported by its
audited statement of expenditures, or (b) that the applicant has
seheduied expenditures during the balance of its current fiscal year (or
the fiscal year or years during which the project will be completed)
'which will increase its total expentlitures for capital improvernent pro-
jects by an amount which, when added to the capital improvement ex-
penditure already achieved, wiil be approximately equal to the non-
Federal funds required to complete the project.

Where the applicant has certified that it has already increased its
total capital improvement expenditures by the requisite amount, and in
the event the applicant is unable to submit an audited. statement of ex-
penditures, the Regional Offrce shall make such revierv as it deems
necessary to verify the certification. Where the applicant certifies that
it will increase its capital improvement expenditures during the balance
of its current fisca1 year (or the following ffscal year, if the project will
be completed after the applicant has entereil its next fiscal year) the
Regional Offrce shall evaluate the likelihood of perforrnance, taking into
account: (a) the amount of capital improvement expend.itures so far
made during the applicant's current fiscal year, (b) the amount of
capital improvement expenditures scheduled to be made during the
balance of the current fiscaI year or, in applicable cases, the follorving
flscal year or years, (c) the period of time remaining in the fiscal year
in which the project will be completeal, as well as (d) the designation
of purposes and amounts as set forth in the certification.

aceordance with Section 6. Disbursement of the final grant installment
(representing 10 percent of the total grant) shall be withheld until the
applicant presents satisfactory evidence that it has scheduled proposed
or planned capital improvement expenditures in the amount necessary
to comply with the Resolution of Gouerning Bod,y of Applican (CFA-
1101-2a).

Updating of Nel lncreose

To assure that each appr:oved application 'rvill meet the neeessary
requirement with respect to a net increase in the capital expenditures,
the follorving actions, as appropriate, are prescribed:

(1) With respect to those cas{ls where a grant agreement has becn
enterecl into and the Regional Office has not otherwise determinetl that
an updating in the proposed or planned net increase has been reflected
in other actions taken by the applicant, the Regional Direetor shall
forw-ard to the applicant duplicate copies of the enclosed Exhibit F,
Specia,l Notice to Apytli,canfs, at the earliest possible time. The acl<norvl-
edgment shall be deemed to be an agreement on behalf of the applieant
to update the increase in capital improvement expenditures from that
previously set forth in its resolution accompanying the application.

(2) In connection rvith grant offers 'lvhich have not yet resulted in
grant agreements, the enclosed Exhibit G, Special Notice to Ap-
Ttlicants, shall be transmitted to the applicant, along with the grant
offer, or, if a grant offer has not yet been aecepted, shall be forwarded
immediately to the applicant, in duplicate. The executed copy shall
form a part of the grant agreement.

'With respect to grant applications rvhich have been approved and
prior to issuance of any grant offer, the following procedure shall
supersede that in (2), above, in order that reasonable assurance may
first be obtainecl that a grant will actually materialize. This action
need not be taken if the Regional Office has determined that an undat-
ing in the proposed or plannetl net increase has been reflected in other
actions taken by the applicant.

Grant-Only Proiects

Audits of AP'W projects rvhere a grant only has been made shall be
performed by an independent public accountant under contract to the
Government.

The cost of such audits is an allou,able cost in computing the grant.
Sueh cost shall be included in Legal and Administrative Expenses.
Where necessary, the approved estimate for Project Contingency may
be reduced, and the estimate for I-.legal and Administrative Expenses
increased, to cover the pay'ment; such action shall be formalized in a
revised project summary. Consequently, the Government will bear the
same proportion of the cost of the audit as the grant bears to the eligible
project costs.

Exceptions

Audits by OA Audir Division

Audirs by Burequ of lndion A$oirs

In cases where the applicant is an indian tribe and force account is
used, the audit will be performed by the Bureau of Indian Affairs.

Audirs by store Auditing officiols

Audits may be performed by State auditing officials, where such ar.
arrangement is requested by an applicant and the requirements set
forth below are satisfied.

In approving such a request, the Regional Director must cletermine
that:

(1) The State Auditor or other State official normally performs
audits of (a) projccts siurilar to tlre particular APW project
that is involved, and (b) operations of the applicant;

(2) The auditing official is not undcr the direction or control of the
applicant;

(3) It is reasonably anticipated that the audit will be performed at
the scheduled time and will be prepareil in conformity rvith the
applicable CFA procedures and requirements;

that the proposetl contract will be to the best atlvantage of Government;
and (5) that it is reasonably anticipated that performanee of the audit
